Christians Celebrate the Love of God – being rooted and grounded in love, cf. God is Love.
I Jn. 4:8b
and Commemorate the Love of Christ – to know the love of Christ, cf. Christ loved the Church.
Eph. 5:25b
with the Spirit Communicating this Love in their hearts to pour it out in Worship of God and Christ –

Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God 
hath prepared for them that love Him. But God hath revealed them unto us by His Spirit.

Because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.

Consider and Contemplate therefore so that you may be able to Comprehend…

A. The Breadth of Divine Love.

1. Its Meaning:

Breadth is (Gk.) platos = broad, as in the Extent of the great Expanses of the Earth. 
Rev. 20:9


And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the saints about….
2. Its Measures: 
The Breadth of His Redemption (Thou…hast Redeemed us to God by Thy blood) Reaches to…

a. Every Race: …every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation... a great multitude…,

which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and people, and tongues.
Rev. 5:9, 7:9
b. Every Range:…as far as the east is from the west, so far hath He Removed our transgressions from us. 


Psa. 103:12

B. The Length of Divine Love.

1. Its Meaning:


Length is (Gk.) mēkos = length. i.e. the Eternality of Divine Love that stretches to the its infinite “End”

2. Its Measures:


a. The LORD…saying, Yea, I have loved thee with an everlasting love. 


Jer. 31:3
b. Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him.
Heb. 7:25
c. I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish…
Jn. 10:28
C. The Depth of Divine Love.

1. Its Meaning:  Depth is (Gk.) bathos = deep. 

Thus, Divine Love that reaches Down to the Depths of Degradation even unto Death.
2. Its Measures:



a. The Descent: Christ Jesus, Who, subsisting in the form of God, did not esteem it an object of rapine to be on an equality with God; but emptied Himself, taking a bondman's form, taking His place in [the] likeness of men; and having been found in figure as a man, humbled Himself, 
becoming obedient even unto death, and [that the] death of [the] cross.
Phil. 2:5-8, Darby
b. The Depth: Now that He ascended, what is it but that He also descended first into 
the lower parts of the earth? 

Eph. 4:9
D. The Height of Divine Love:

1. Its Meaning:


Height is (Gk.) hupsos = elevation, attitude, dignity, exaltation. 
Cf. Jas. 1:9, 10


It raises us to the Highest Heights of the Heavens in the Heavenlies where He now is.
2. Its Measures:
a. The Ascent: He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, 

that He might fill all things.

Eph. 4:10 cf. 4:9
b. Our Acceptance: raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus. 

Eph. 2:6 
c. Our Appearance: Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God: …Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when He shall appear, we shall be like Him; for we shall see Has He is.

I Jn. 3:1, 2

Ephesians 3:17-21 
That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, 

May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height;

And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, 
that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God. 
Now unto Him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, 
according to the power that worketh in us, 
Unto Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end. Amen.

Paul Comments…
Rom. 8:38-39
I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels 
nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, 
 nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, 
 shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Paul Challenges…
What then shall we say to these things? 
If God is for us, who can be against us? 

 
He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, 
how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things? 

Who shall bring a charge against God's elect? 
It is God who justifies. 
Who is he who condemns?
 
It is Christ who died, and furthermore is also risen, 
   
who is even at the right hand of God, who also makes intercession for us. 
 
We in turn ask:

Who dares to say that once we are secured by the four-dimensional Love of God that we can lose that salvation in Him? That this security is not dependent on His Personality, the eternality of His Power and the immutability of His Promises but on our own ability to hold on? 
This is to cast aspersion in the very face of God!



REFLECT.

2. We not only have the strong hands of God to hold us secure, but we also have the strong hands of Christ to hold us as well, and both the Father and Son hold us in both their hands as one, welded whole in their love for us as Christ Himself stated:
Jn. 10:27-30, NKJV 
My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me. 

And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; 
neither shall anyone snatch them out of My hand. 
My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; 
and no one is able to snatch them out of My Father's hand. 

I and My Father are one.
Finally, Paul Himself challenges:
Rom. 8:35-39
Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? 
 Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine,
  or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 
 As it is written: "For Your sake we are killed all day long; 
We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter." 
Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.
For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels 
nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, 
 nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, 
 
 shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Paul is fully persuaded concerning the Love of God holding him and the Love of Christ securing Him eternally. Are you fully persuaded too?
