A. The Definition of Worship

1. The Hebrew Word is shāḥâ a primitive root; to depress, i.e. prostrate (especially reflexive 
in homage to royalty or God):- bow (self) down, crouch, fall down (flat), humbly beseech, 
do (make) obeisance, do reverence, make to stoop, worship.
Strong

a. And the man bowed down his head, and worshipped the LORD. 
Gen. 24:26

b. I bowed down my head, and worshipped the LORD, and blessed the LORD God. Gen. 24:48
c. Abraham's servant…worshipped the LORD, bowing himself to the earth.
Gen. 24:52
2. The Greek Word is proskyneō = prostrate oneself in homage (do reverence to, adore):- worship. Strong
They saw the young child with Mary His mother, and fell down, and worshipped Him: and when they had opened their treasures, they presented unto Him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh.

3. The English Word worship
First occ. in Genesis 22:5 (KJV). Cp. First N.T. in Mt. 2:11

Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; 
and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you.

· Worship Presents a gift/s or a sacrifice to God to bring Pleasure to Him.

B. The Declaration to Worship

Jn. 4:19-24
1. The Circumstances of Worship – Negatively…
Jn. 4:20, 21

Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place 
where men ought to worship. Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe Me, the hour cometh, 
when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father.

a. Worship is no more Restricted to a Region – as in a mountain (Mt. Gerizim) in Samaria.
b. Worship is no more Limited to a Locality – as in a temple in Jerusalem [or even a building].
2. The Conditions of Worship – Positively: 


God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in Spirit and in Truth. 
Jn. 4:24
a. Worship is in Spirit for God is Spirit – Or as led by the Spirit 
I Cor. 14:15
What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the understanding also: 
I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also. 


b. Worship is in Truth, for Christ is the Truth or according to His Word and Christ is the Word. 
Jesus saith…I am the way, the truth, and the life.
Jn. 14:6

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
Jn. 1:1
3. The Christian today is to Worship God – Affirmatively:
a. With the Fruits of his Lips.
Heb. 13:15
By Him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, 
that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to His name.

b. With the Fruits of his Life.
    Rom. 12:1, HCSB …present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God; this is your spiritual worship. 
C. The Display of Worship.
1. By the Wise men – they Presented Him Gifts.
Mt. 2:11

When…they saw the young child with Mary His mother, and fell down, and worshipped Him: 
and when they had opened their treasures, they presented unto Him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh.
2. By Job – he Prostrated himself to acknowledge God’s Sovereignty.
Job 1:20-21  Then Job arose, and rent his mantle, and shaved his head, and fell down upon the ground, and worshipped, 
And said, Naked came I out of my mother's womb, and naked shall I return thither: 
the LORD gave, and the LORD hath taken away; blessed be the name of the LORD.
3. By Mary – she anointed Jesus with her Precious Pound of ointment.
Jn. 12:3  
Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, 
and wiped His feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
O worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness! Bow down before Him, His glory proclaim;
With gold of obedience, and incense of lowliness, Kneel and adore Him: the Lord is His name!

1. Worship requires a prostrated posture of the heart, soul and spirit in humility paying homage to God with the sole purpose of bring pleasure to Him with respect and reverence, at the same time, bringing to Him the sacrifice of our lips and lives as a visible token of our acknowledgement of Him as our Sovereign God, Who accepts us in His mercy and grace.
The above is based on Mt. 2:11; Rom. 12:1; Eph. 1:3-7; Heb. 13:15; Job 1:19-21; Jn. 12:3, etc.

Read the above text again, phrase by phrase, if you will, and seek to understand if you comprehend the concept of worship as revealed to us by the Spirit in His Word of Truth.

Do you think you can accept this as a summary of what God teaches us in His Word (the truth) as to how we should Worship Him in spiritual awe, holy fear and humble reverence?
Would you have this opportunity to do so when you meet with your fellow-members in your church to worship God?

2. Can you still worship God when circumstances in your life are adverse, depressing and contrary – when you are down, dejected and disappointed?
Consider Job whom God elected to be allowed to be tested by Satan 
because of his steadfast faith in God.  
Read the following passage carefully and try to place yourself in Job’s circumstances. 

How would you react at the end when everything you have and everyone you love has been taken away from you and you are left all alone? 

On top of it even to know that behind it all is God! 

How would you react to God? Will you still be able to worship God?
