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The Text: He that spared not His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all…
Rom. 8:32
Intro. What is meant by “delivered”?

A. The Denotation of “Delivered” 

1. Delivered (Gk. paradidōmi) 
121 occurrences. 
a. Didomi , the root word means to surrender, i.e. yield up…betray, bring forth, cast, 
commit, deliver (up), give (over, up), hazard, put in prison, recommend 
Strong. 
b. Para, the prefix adds the idea of alongside or over to.

c. Thus paradidōmi means “to deliver over to the power of someone”, 
Watson
In the N.T. it means to deliver someone over to judgment and death, e.g.
 Mt. 4:12

Now when Jesus had heard that John was cast into prison (paradidōmi), He departed into Galilee…
2. Delivered (Gk. ekdotos) 
Only Occurrence.
From ek and derived from didomi = given out or over, i.e. surrendered, delivered, e.g. Acts 2:23 

Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, ye have taken, 
and by wicked hands have crucified and slain.
B. Jesus Delivered to (Judgment and) Death.

1. God Spared not His Son, but delivered Him up for us all.
Rom. 8:32

a. To Prove that He Loved us all, God gave us His all – He Spared not His own Son!

Even when we were without Strength, Sinners or His Sworn enemies, 
Rom. 5:6-10
b. To Provide His Son as Substitute  to bear our Punishment for the Penalty of our Sin –     8:32; 6:23
but delivered Him up for us all…For the wages of sin is death; 
but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
2. The Son Himself expected to be Betrayed and Delivered to His Death …

a. Men would Betray Him.
Mt. 17:22

In Galilee, Jesus said unto them, The Son of man shall be betrayed into the hands of men: 

Ye know that after two days is the feast of the passover, 
and the Son of man is betrayed to be crucified.
Mt. 26:2
b. The Jewish Chief priests and the Scribes would Condemn Him to His Death:
Mt. 20:18

Behold, we go up to Jerusalem; and the Son of man shall be betrayed unto the chief priests
 and unto the scribes, and they shall condemn Him to death.

And how the chief priests and our rulers delivered Him to be condemned to death…
Lk. 24:20
c. The Gentiles: Governor Pontius Pilate and the Soldiers would deliver Him to His death. Mt. 20:19; 27:2

And shall deliver Him to the Gentiles to mock, and to scourge, and to crucify Him. 



When they had bound Him, they led Him away, and delivered Him to Pontius Pilate the governor
3. Finally all the above Succeeded in Sending Jesus to be Delivered to His Death.

Acts 3:13

The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, hath glorified His Son Jesus; whom ye delivered up, and denied Him in the presence of Pilate, when he was determined to let him go.
a. The People and chief Priests Denied Him and Cried out for Him to be Crucified.
When the chief priests therefore and officers saw Him, they cried out, saying, Crucify Him, crucify Him
b. Even though Pilate had Determined to let Him Go because he found Jesus not Guilty.
Lk. 23:4 
Pilate saith unto them, Take ye Him, and crucify Him: for I find no fault in Him.

Jn. 19:6
c. In the end, God Glorified Him when He Delivered Jesus to His Death and raised Him up from the Dead three days later fulfilling His earlier Prediction:




Mt. 16:21
From that time forth began Jesus to shew unto His disciples, how that He must go unto Jerusalem, 
and suffer many things of the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, 
and be raised again the third day. 

C. Now the Risen Jesus had Delivered to Us the Lord’s Supper to Remember Him. I Cor. 11:23 
1. The Duty for us to Remember the Lord was Revealed to Paul to be delivered to us.
I Cor. 11:23
For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, 

That the Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread.
2. We are to Remember Him in the Breaking of the Bread, and in the Drinking of the Cup.
I Cor. 11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.
3. The Breaking of Bread was instituted on the night He was Betrayed.

Today do not Betray Him in not continuing to observe the Lord’s Supper –

Cf. the practice of the early church:
Acts 2:42
They continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread…
Lord, sup with us in love divine; Thy body and Thy blood,


That living bread, that heav’nly wine, Be our immortal food.

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1. The Greek word paradidōmi is also used to mean commit, deliver (up), give (over, up).

An instance of such use is Jude 3 – 

Beloved…it was needful for me to write unto you, and exhort you that ye should earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints.

Likewise the same word is used in I Cor. 11:2 as:

Now I praise you, brethren, that ye remember me in all things, and keep the ordinances (Gk. paradosis) as I delivered them to you.
Note: Many modern translations translate paradosis as traditions. However, in this context they do not refer to Jewish or church traditions passed down from generation to generation, but to the word from the Lord orally passed down not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost (II Pet. 1:21) before the dawn of the complete written word. 
We are to 
(1) keep these ordinances [paradosis] (I Cor. 11:2) and…
(2) stand fast, and hold the traditions [paradosis] which ye have been taught, 

whether by word, or our epistle. (II Thes. 2:15) and 
(3) earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints. (Jude 3)
Do you know the Word of God well enough to do this? Hence, Paul’s exhortation:
Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. (II Tim. 2:15)



You need to be true to the Word in today’s world of Confused and Chaotic Christendom in order to Contend for the Faith and even to be ready to be Crucified for it! 
(See 2 below)

2. The Greek word paradidōmi is also used for those who hazarded their lives for the sake of the Gospel. Thus,  Paul testified:
For we which live are always delivered unto death for Jesus' sake, that the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our mortal flesh. (II Cor. 4:11)
It seemed good unto us, being assembled with one accord, to send chosen men unto you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul, Men that have hazarded their lives for the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. (Acts 15:25, 26)
Today, men and women are still called upon to hazard their lives for Christ’s sake. Consider this news report from http://www.christianaid.org/News/2015/mir20151001.aspx
“The relatives said ISIS militants on Aug. 7 captured the Christian workers in a village… On Aug. 28, the militants asked if they had renounced Islam for Christianity. When the Christians said that they had, the rebels asked if they wanted to return to Islam. The Christians said they would never renounce Christ…
In front of the team leader and relatives in the crowd, the Islamic extremists cut off the fingertips of the boy and severely beat him, telling his father they would stop the torture only if he, the father, returned to Islam. When the team leader refused, relatives said, the ISIS militants also tortured and beat him and the two other ministry workers. The three men and the boy then met their deaths in crucifixion. "All were badly brutalized and then crucified," the ministry leader said. "They were left on their crosses for two days. No one was allowed to remove them."…
Eight other ministry team members, including two women, were taken to another site in the village that day (Aug. 28) and were asked the same questions before a crowd. The women, ages 29 and 33, tried to tell the ISIS militants they were only sharing the peace and love of Christ and asked what they had done wrong to deserve the abuse. The Islamic extremists then publicly raped the women, who continued to pray during the ordeal, leading the ISIS militants to beat them all the more furiously. As the two women and the six men knelt before they were beheaded, they were all praying…After they were beheaded, their bodies were hung on crosses…

What would you do if you were in the same situation as those described above today?
