A. Pertinent Questions on How to become a Christian.
1. How Do I become a Christian?
a. Admit that you are a Sinner and Confess your sin:

Lk. 18:13
The publican…smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner.

b. Acknowledge the Consequence of your Sin which is Separation from God.

Rom. 6:23a
i. For the wages of sin is death.
ii. That at that time ye were without Christ…and without God in the world.

Eph. 2:12
c. Accept Jesus Christ as God’s Gift of Grace to you to be Saved from your Sin. 

i. The gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Rom. 6:23b
ii. For by grace are ye saved through faith…it is the gift of God. 

Eph. 2:8
d. Believe what God Promises through His Son and His Provision of eternal life.

i. For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, 
that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
Jn. 3:16
ii. They said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved…

Acts 16:31
e. Commit your life to Jesus and own Him as Lord.
Rom. 10:9, HCSB
If you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that 
God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.

2. How Can I be Certain that I am a Christian?
a. When I Receive Him as my Saviour, He gives me the Right to be God’s child. 
Jn. 1:12, AV, ASV
i. As many as received Him, to them gave He the right to become children of God, 

even to them that believe on His name:


ii. Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us,
that we should be called the sons of God:

I Jn. 3:1
b. When I Believe in Him, I am Sealed by His Holy Spirit.

Eph. 1:13, HCSB

When you believed in Him, you were also sealed with the promised Holy Spirit.
c. I am then Safe and Secure in both the hands of the Father and the Son.

Jn. 10:28-30
And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man
pluck them out of My hand. My Father, which gave them Me, is greater than all;
and no man is able to pluck them out of My Father's hand. I and My Father are one.

3. How Do I Continue to live the life of a Christian?


And they continued steadfastly in…
Acts 2:42
a. The Apostles’ Doctrine – Be Approved by God in the Study of His Word.
I Tim. 2:15
Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, 
rightly dividing the word of truth.

b. Fellowship i.e. be in the Assembling of God’s people.
Heb. 10:25

Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; 
but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.

c. Breaking of Bread – Attend the Lord’s Supper.
I Cor. 11:26, see #B
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.

d. Prayers, be Always in the Attitude of Prayer.
Lk. 21:36
Watch ye therefore, and pray always…


e. Attest to and be a Witness for Him.
Acts 1:8

Ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto Me 
B. Pertinent Questions on when, as a Christian, do I attend the Lord’s Supper?
1. Are you Present at the Lord’s Supper every first day of the week?

Acts 2:42
They continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread…

And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread..
Acts 20:7
2. Are you Prepared worthily to meet your Lord?
I Cor. 11:28, 29
Let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. For he that eateth 
and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body.
3. Are your thoughts Preoccupied with Him…
I Cor. 11:24, 25
a. To Remember Him for What He did?
When He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: After the same manner also He took the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood…
b. To Revere Him for Who He is? – this do in remembrance of Me. 
Gethsemane can I forget? Or there Thy conflict see,


Thine agony, and bloody sweat, And not remember Thee?

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
R. 564

1. For today’s Reflection for the Week and for a change, let us ask ourselves some personal and pertinent questions to reinforce whether we know who we are and what we cannot be concerning our faith in Christ when confronted with certain issues around us.
Can I stop becoming or being a Christian…
(Or can a born-again Christian be unborn? 
Ct. Nicodemus’ question to the Lord:  Nicodemus saith unto Him…

Can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 
Jn. 3:4)

(1) If I Mingle and eat Meat with a non-Christian?
Matt. 9:10-13
And it came to pass, as Jesus sat at meat in the house, behold, many publicans and sinners came and sat down with Him and His disciples. And when the Pharisees saw it, they said unto His disciples, Why eateth your Master with publicans and sinners? But when Jesus heard that, He said unto them, They that be whole need not a physician, but they that are sick. But go ye and learn what that meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice: for I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.
(2) If I Meet up with a “religion-regarded immoral” person? 
Jn. 8:4-11 

They say unto Him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. 

Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest Thou? 

…He…said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her… When Jesus…saw none but the woman, He said unto her, Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, and sin no more.
(3) If I Accost a person of Another race, religion or gender?
Jn. 4:7-9

There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, Give Me to drink. …Then saith the woman of Samaria unto Him, How is it that Thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? 
For the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans…
Cf. also: Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week, He appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom He had cast seven devils.
Mk. 16:9
(4) If I eat meat offered to Images and Idols?
1 Cor. 8:4, 13
Or if I Feast with others in their Festivals?

As concerning therefore the eating of those things that are offered in sacrifice unto idols, we know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but one.

Wherefore, if meat make my brother to offend, I will eat no flesh while the world standeth, lest I make my brother to offend.
(5) If I Hold the Hands of or touch an unbeliever?
Mt. 8:3

Jesus put forth His hand, and touched him (the leper), saying, I will; be thou clean. 

And immediately his leprosy was cleansed. 

(6) If my Apparel or Attire does not seem to be Appropriate to my profession? Mt. 23:25 

Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess.
And a host of many more Man-Made ideas, notions, pronouncements and regulations.
Will any of the above and others like to them “un-Christian” me?

2. `Who is a Christian? Are you a Christian?


a. Acts 11:26 - 
And the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch. 
b. 1 Peter 4:16 - Yet if any man suffer as a Christian, let him not be ashamed; 


but let him glorify God on this behalf. 
Why were these people called Christians and treated, or even taunted, as such 
by others from outside?

Points To Ponder: 
Am I a Christian because of who I am inside 


or what others perceive of me from outside?
