A. The Meaning of “Jesus”.

Mt. 1:21

She shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call His name JESUS: for He shall save His people from their sins.
B. The Man with the Name “Jesus”.
Acts 4:10

1. He was the Son of Virgin Mary. His birth fulfilled a prophecy in Isa. 7:14.
Matt. 1:23 cf. v. 21
Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call His name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.


2. Cf. He is Verily God and Verily Man.
Jn. 1:1-2 

a. In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
b. The same was in the beginning with God…. 
c. The Word became flesh and took up residence among us. We observed His glory, 
the glory as the One and Only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth. 
Jn. 1:14, HCSB
3. Cf. He was Vicariously Crucified on the Cross to bear the Sins of Man.  
Acts 4:10
a. Be it known unto you all…that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, 
whom God raised from the dead, even by Him doth this man stand here before you whole.

b. Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made that same Jesus, 

whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ.

c. Who His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree…
I Pet. 2:24
C. The Mission in the Name of “Jesus” – that one may believe in Jesus…
 

1. …To be Saved from Sin.

a. Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.
Acts 16:31
b. Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven 
given among men, whereby we must be saved.
Acts 4:12

2. …And be Sealed by the Spirit.
Eph. 1:13, HCSB
a. When you heard the message of truth, the gospel of your salvation, and when you believed in Him, 
you were also sealed with the promised Holy Spirit.
b. Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
Acts 2:38
3. …And be Baptised, being Buried with Christ to rise with Him to walk in newness of life. Acts 8:12
But when they believed…the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both men and women.
Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?  Therefore we are buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

D. The Mediation in the Name of Jesus.


1. The Name of Jesus is the Means of Access unto the Father.

Jn. 14:13
a. Whatsoever ye shall ask in My name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son
b. Whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in My name, He may give it you.
Jn. 15:16; 16:23, 24, 26
i. For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus…
I Tim. 2:5
ii. Jesus saith…I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me. Jn. 14:6
iii. For through Him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father.

Eph. 2:18
2. In the Name of Jesus is also the Manner by which we Approach Him.

Jn. 14:14
If ye shall ask any thing in My name, I will do it. 


E. The Meeting in the Name of Jesus.


1. He Promised His Presence when we gather in His Name.
Mt. 18:20

For where two or three are gathered together in My name, there am I in the midst of them.
2. He Promised the Paraclete will come in His Name to help us remember what He taught. 
Jn. 14:26
The Comforter (Gk. Paracletos)…the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in My name, He shall 
teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. 

3. Cf. We are to Promise to remember Him by Participating at the Lord’s Supper.
I Cor. 11:20, 24-26


When ye come together therefore into one place…to eat the Lord's Supper.


a. We are to Break Bread in remembrance of Me.

11:23, 24
b. We are to Do this and Drink of the Cup in remembrance of Me.

11:25
c. We are to Revere Him in our Remembrance of Him until He comes…

 11:26


For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.

d. And then one day, He will come to claim His Rightful place to Reign over all.

Phil. 2:10, 11


At the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
At the name of Jesus, every knee shall bow, Every tongue confess Him King of glory now;
’Tis the Father’s pleasure we should call Him Lord, Who from the beginning was the mighty Word.
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1. The Lord was very clear and specific concerning what His disciples should do with His Name in His instructions to them when He was about to leave them, viz.:
John 14:13 – 
And whatsoever ye shall ask in My name, that will I do, 

that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 

John 14:14 – 
If ye shall ask any thing in My name, I will do it. 

John 14:26 – But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in 

My name, He shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. 

John 15:16 – Ye have not chosen Me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye 
should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in My name, He may give it you. 

John 16:23 – 
Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in My

 name, He will give it you. 

John 16:24 –
Hitherto have ye asked nothing in My name: ask, and ye shall receive, 

that your joy may be full. 

John 16:26 –
At that day ye shall ask in My name: and I say not unto you, that I will 

pray the Father for you: 

And there are many other supportive examples of the use of His Name…

…when Accessing the Father and Approaching Him (See Rumination #D), 
…when Attesting to Him (Mk. 16:17; Acts 4:18; 5:40; 9:27), 
…when Accepting others (Mk. 9:37, 39, 41; Lk. 9:48); 
…when Admonishing those Against Him (Mt. 24:5; Lk. 21:8; Acts 16:18), etc. etc.
Be Aware too that not all who use His Name belong to Him. The Lord gave a very stern and solemn warning concerning those who use His name for their own benefits, thus, misusing and abusing it. Beware and do not be taken in just because they use His Name: Matthew 7:21-23 
 Not every one that saith unto Me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of My Father which is in heaven. Many will say to Me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Thy name? and in Thy name have cast out devils? and in Thy name done many wonderful works? 
And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from Me, ye that work iniquity. 
How do you take to the Name of Jesus? 

What does it mean to you? (See also #2 below)

Today…

 a.
…some use the Name of Jesus for their own benefit.

To let them appear as more spiritual, more holy, and more “powerful” than others (human beings, spiritual and demonical beings included, as listed in Mt. 7:21-23 above). These people have never known the Christ and have never believed in Jesus as their Saviour and Lord. But they use His Name as if they are “empowered” by Him.

 b. …some misuse it and think that they are doing the right thing.

They use the Name of Jesus – rather loosely and casually as some magic phrase to protect them or to ward evil away from them. It is a word used without their commitment to a manner of life worthy of the calling of its name and the Gospel of Christ. (Phil. 1:27)
 c. …some do not even use it.

In spite of the many promises in connection with the use of His Name to access the Father and the Son (See #1 above), they are of the opinion that when they end their prayer there is no necessity to do so in the Name of Jesus.

  d.
…some abuse it, and even use it as a swear word, blaspheming the very name of Jesus.


This is too common in our society these days for the need to comment on it.
