The Theme: The Lord’s Pleasure

The Text: Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; He hath put Him to grief: when thou shalt make His soul an offering for sin, He shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand. 

Isa. 53:10
The Thots:

A. The Lord’s Displeasure
Heb. 10:6
In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin Thou hast had no pleasure. 

1. He had No Pleasure in burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin
a. They were not Perfect.
Heb. 10:1 

For the law…can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually 
make the comers thereunto perfect. 

b. They were not Propitiatory – they had to be repeated year after year.
Heb. 10:3 

But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again made of sins every year.

c. There was no Possibility that these offerings could take away sins.
Heb. 19:4

For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins.

d. They were just Pictures Pointing to the Perfect Sacrifice to come.
For the law [was] a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things
2. Why then did the Lord Prescribe the sacrifices and offerings in the first place?

a. He had first to Present His Standard of Holiness.
Eze. 18:4

i. Behold, all souls are mine…the soul that sinneth, it shall die.

ii. And without shedding of blood is no remission. 
Heb. 9:22

b. He had to Prepare the People for the Perfect Sacrifice to come, Jesus Christ.
i. Jesus was the Passover Lamb Pictured in the Old Testament.
I Cor. 5:7

Cf. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us: 
ii. Your lamb shall be without blemish….
Exo. 12:5

Cf. Forasmuch as ye know that ye were…redeemed…with the precious blood of Christ, 



      as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:
 I Pet. 1: 18, 19

iii. And the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the evening.
Exo. 12:6

Cf. Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, 
      ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain:
Acts 2:23

B. The Lord’s Pleasure

1. When the Father was not Pleased with the imperfect Sacrifices, the Son offered to do His Will 
to bring Him Pleasure in offering Himself to be the Perfect Sinless Sacrifice.
Heb. 10:6, 7
In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin Thou hast had no pleasure.

Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of Me,) to do Thy will, O God.
Cf. And He that sent Me is with Me: the Father hath not left Me alone; 

for I do always those things that please Him.
Jn. 8:29
2. In the Process, the Father had to Punish His Own Son in our Place.
Isa. 53:10

Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; He hath put Him to grief: when Thou shalt make His soul 

an offering for sin…and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.

Thus the Son became our Substitute as the Lamb of God to take away the Sins of the world.
Jn. 1:29

John seeth Jesus coming… saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.

3. The Son Pleased the Father and became the once-for-all Sacrifice for us. 
Heb. 9:26-28
a. With His Once-Perfect Sacrifice, the Son had Pleased the Father.

Now once in the end of the world hath He appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. 
And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: 
So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many.
b. He now takes His Rightful Position seated on the Right hand of God.
Heb. 1:3

When He had by Himself Purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high.

And we have Peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:  
Rom. 5:1
c. The Father ultimately will “Prosper”, Honour and Glorify the Son for His Sacrifice.

and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand
Isa. 53:10c
Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name: 

That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, 
and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, 
to the glory of God the Father. 
Phil.  2:9-11  
All hail the power of Jesus’ name! Let angels prostrate fall;

Bring forth the royal diadem, And crown Him Lord of all. (3x)
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1. Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise Him; He hath put Him to grief: 
when Thou shalt make His soul an offering for sin, He shall see His seed, 
He shall prolong His days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.
Certain serious and solemn questions arise from the above statement.

How could it be pleasing to the Lord to bruise His Son?

And Strong suggests that bruise [Heb. dākā] is from a primitive root (compare dakah) = to crumble; transposed to bruise (literal or figurative):- beat to pieces, break (in pieces), bruise, contrite, crush, destroy, humble, oppress, smite.

The Son would not be just merely bruised as we use the word today when we have a slight fall or minor injury. From a more modern translation and in keeping with Strong’s definition above, we have this text translated as: Yet the LORD was pleased to crush Him severely. 
Isa. 53:10a, HCSB

Also from the context, it does mean great torturous suffering:

We in turn regarded Him stricken, struck down by God, and afflicted. But He was pierced 
because of our transgressions, crushed because of our iniquities; punishment for our peace 
was on Him, and we are healed by His wounds. 
Isa. 53:4b, 5, HCSB
​
In fact, we are also told that His suffering was such that 
Isa. 53:7, 14, HSCB
He was oppressed and afflicted, yet He did not open His mouth. Like a lamb led to the slaughter 
and like a sheep silent before her shearers, He did not open His mouth. 

Just as many were appalled… — His appearance was so disfigured that He did not look like a man, and His form did not resemble a human being — 
Isa. 52:14, HCSB

Yes, the Lord did buffet His Son, not just bruising Him physically, but also hath put Him to grief – emotionally and spiritually. He is despised and rejected of men; a Man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief…He was despised, and we esteemed Him not.

Isa. 53:3
The Lord did all this to His beloved Son in order to manifest His love for us 
that He might make His soul an offering for sin.

Isa. 53:10

The Lord could not be pleased with all that could not save us; but with the Sacrifice of His Son, 
He was greatly pleased and satisfied. But then it cost Him His Son! 
He that spared not His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things? (Rom. 8:32).  Yes, it cost Him His Son!!

REFLECT
2. And the Results of His Son’s Sacrifice are indeed great. The Lord is perfectly satisfied and the Lord is pleased. Hence of the Son, it is said concerning the results of His sacrifice –
He shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days,
 and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.
(1) He shall see His seed (i.e. His descendants) – Both Father and Son will be satisfied. Isa. 53:11
He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied…for He shall bear their iniquities.
The Son gave birth to the Church which today is His Seed.
(2) He shall prolong His days

He did not remain dead! The Lord was pleased and He did not allow His Son’s dead body to see decay but raised Him up as sign of His Pleasure that He was completely satisfied with the Son’s sin offering of Himself.

He was resurrected to live forever and because He continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood. Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them. 
Heb.  7:24, 25
(3) the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in His hand.
The Son brought so much pleasure to the Father, wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name: That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
Phil. 2:9-1
Are you pleasing the Lord in your conversation and in your conduct in your life?
