A. The Foreshadow of the Functions of the Blood for Sacrifice.
1. The Properties of the Blood.

a. The Blood must be from the list of Specified animals (from the herd or flock)
Lev.  1:2
 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, If any man of you bring an offering unto the LORD, ye shall bring your offering of the cattle, even of the herd, and of the flock.

b. The animal must be Spotless (without blemish).
Lev. 1:3

 If his offering be a burnt sacrifice of the herd, let him offer a male without blemish…
c. The Animal must be Slain.
Lev. 16:15a
Then shall he kill the goat of the sin offering, that is for the people…
d. Its Blood must be Shed – …and bring his blood within the vail.
Lev. 16:15b
e. Its Blood must be Sprinkled before the Lord.
Lev. 4:6
And the priest shall dip his finger in the blood, and Sprinkle of the blood Seven times before the LORD… 
2. The Power in the Blood.

a.
Negatively: Without the Shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. 
Heb. 9:22, HCSB
b.
Positively: 

i. It would “Stop” the Destroyer from Smiting and Slaying those in the blood-Sprinkled home.  Exo. 12:23

For the LORD will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when He seeth the blood upon the lintel, 
and on the two side posts, the LORD will pass over the door, and will not suffer the destroyer 
to come in unto your houses to smite you.

ii. It would Satisfy the Holy God for a year.
Lev. 16:30


For on that day shall the priest make an atonement for you, to cleanse you,
 that ye may be clean from all your sins before the LORD.
iii. It had to be Sustained every year
Lev. 16:29, 30

"This shall be a statute forever for you: In the seventh month, on the tenth day of the month, you shall afflict your souls…For on that day the priest shall make atonement for you, to cleanse you, 
that you may be clean from all your sins before the LORD.

B. The Fulfilment of the Foreshadow by and in the Saviour Jesus.
1. The O.T. Picture Fulfilled in Jesus.

a. Jesus was the Spotless Lamb of God.
Jn. 1:29
John seeth Jesus coming…saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.

b. Jesus was Slain on the Cross.
Acts 2:23 
…Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, 
ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain.
c. Jesus Shed His Blood. 
Jn. 19:34 
One of the soldiers with a spear pierced His side, and forthwith came there out blood and water.
2. The Propitiation of Jesus’ Death or the Power in His Blood.
a. He need not have to Repeat shedding His blood every year.
Heb. 9:25, 26

Nor yet that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest entereth into the holy place every year with blood of others; For then must He often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath He appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself.

b. We are Redeemed by His Blood once and for all.
I Pet. 1:18, 19
Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold…

But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.

c. We Receive Cleansing of our sins by His blood when we Confess them.
1 Jn. 1:7, 9 

…the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 
d. We can now be Received into God’s presence because of His Blood.
Heb. 9:24
 For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; 
but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us:  

As we take the Cup this morning, Remember what the Lord Jesus said:
I Cor. 11:25 
After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 

This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in Remembrance of Me.
I praise Him for the cleansing blood What a wonderful Savior!

That reconciled my soul to God What a wonderful Savior!

What a wonderful Savior is Jesus, my Jesus! What a wonderful Savior is Jesus, my Lord!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

R. 591
1. Today’s fad in the preaching of the good news is to stress on the Love of God for sinners!
There is no mention of the shed blood of Jesus Christ – it is gross to do so in our modern society. There is no mention of the need for repentance – it is the love of God which welcomes every tom, dick and harry. One just has to respond to God’s love which will cover a multitude of sins. And after “salvation” one continues to enjoy the great life that God or Jesus promises to those who trust in Him.

Is this what it is to be a Christian?

Consider what it cost God to really manifest His Love:

John 3:16 - 
For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, 

that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 
1 John 3:16 – Hereby perceive we the love of God, because He laid down His life for us: 


and we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren.

Romans 5:8 – But God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners,


Christ died for us.

Romans 8:32 – He that spared not His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, 


how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?
Jesus, the Spotless Lamb of God, must die. Jesus must shed His blood to be man’s Substitute to bear the penalty of his sins. He too loved Man and died in his place. 
Do not all these show the degree to which God and Jesus love the sinner? 
Why must we therefore leave out that which proves His infinite love for the sinner – 
that Jesus must shed His blood to die for him and redeem him from the slavery of sin? 
All must appreciate the Power in His Blood to do this!
According to the Law, one may almost say, all things are cleansed with blood, and without shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.  (Heb. 9:22, NASB)
 REFLECT
2. In the Old Testament, when the priests (Aaron and his sons) were consecrated 
to service in the tabernacle, they must bring a consecration offering of a ram 
to Moses who would then perform the following ritual:
Lev. 8:22-24 And he (Moses) brought…the ram of consecration: and Aaron and his sons laid their hands upon the head of the ram. And he slew it; and Moses took of the blood of it, and put it upon the tip of Aaron's right ear, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot. And he brought Aaron's sons, and Moses put of the blood upon the tip of their right ear, and upon the thumbs of their right hands, and upon the great toes of their right feet: and Moses sprinkled the blood upon the altar round about.
The whole consecration ceremony was to prepare the priests to:

a. Obey God’s Word – blood on the right ear;

b. Do God’s Work – blood on the thumb of the right hand;

c. And Walk in God’s Way – blood on the toe of the right foot.

It was to symbolise the surrender of his all and his best (right, not left side of the body) 
in his life in the areas he has consecrated himself to serve. 

Likewise the consecrated Christian is to commit himself 

a. To Study to Shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.
 II Tim. 2:15

b. To be ye Stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, 

forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord. 
 I Cor. 15:58

c. If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.
Gal. 5:25, 16
Cf.
Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying.
Rom. 13:13
Does the blood of Christ play an important role in your service for the Lord?
But if we walk in the light, as He is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, 
and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanseth us from all sin. 
I Jn. 1:7
