A God, the Father Sent…
 

1. His Son…

Jesus said…I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of Myself, but He sent Me.
Jn. 8:42
a. To Manifest His Love in offering us eternal Life.

In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent His only begotten Son 
into the world, that we might live through Him.
This is life eternal that they might know Thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, Whom Thou hast sent.

b. To be Made the Sacrifice for Sin as our Substitute.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
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1. The Father Sent the Son to Commend His Love for and to the World.
I Jn. 4:9
In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent His only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through Him. 
The Father Sent His Spirit to Convict the world of Sin and to Convert them to the Saviour. 
Jn. 16:7-9
Nevertheless I tell you the truth; it is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send Him unto you. And when He is come, He will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment: Of sin, because they believe not on Me;
The Son Sent the Spirit to Show Christ to the World…
Jn. 15:26
But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, 
even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, He shall testify of Me:  
and to Seal those Who Believe in Him.
(Eph. 1:13, NKJV)
In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation;
in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise. 

That He might be their Comforter and Counsellor.
Jn. 14:26
But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in My name, 
He shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, 
whatsoever I have said unto you.

The Father, Son and Holy Spirit wanted to send someone to tell the world of the Lord’s Holiness (for Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of His glory) (Isa. 6:3) and His Love as declared above.

The Lord thus asked on behalf of all the Persons in the Godhead:
Isa. 6:8-9, 
Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us? 


Isaiah heard and he responded: Then said I, Here am I; send me.
Jesus also commissioned His disciples on behalf of all the Persons in the Godhead:


Mt. 18:19, 20

Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. 

Isaiah said: Here am I; send me. How do you respond?
REFLECT.

2. Consider the Role of the Holy Spirit in sending out Servants to serve the Lord: Acts 13:1-4
Now there were in the church that was at Antioch certain prophets and teachers...

As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate Me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them. And when they had fasted and prayed, and laid their hands on them, they sent [Gk. apolyō lit. = released] them away. So they, being sent forth
[Gk. ekpempō] by the Holy Ghost, departed unto Seleucia…
First He Selected those whom He would have to Serve the Lord:


They were Serving leaders in the church – as they ministered to the Lord
They were Specially called by the Spirit for the work whereunto I have called them

Next, the other leaders of the Church were told about it:


They were asked to Separate them for the work – Separate Me Barnabas and Saul
They were to Seek the Lord regarding the called… – when they had fasted and prayed, They were then to Set them free (lit. released] them for the Lord’s Service – 
and laid their hands on them, they sent them away.   
Finally, it was the Spirit Who Sent them forth. The Church only released them – 

So they, being sent forth by the Holy Ghost, departed unto Seleucia…
Have you ever heard the Call of the Spirit to go out to Serve the Lord in any Special Sphere of Service as Sent by Him?
REFLECT
Points to Ponder: 
To go to serve the Lord because you think He needs you 

is different from His calling you and sending you out!
