The Thots:

Intro.: Today, Jesus Christ is still an enigma to many. Let us clear up this uncertainty.

A. Jesus was God Manifest in the Flesh.
I Tim. 3:16
1. Jesus was God Manifest in the Flesh:
God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, 
believed on in the world, received up into glory.
Note: God (the Father), in the flesh (the Son) and the Spirit.


2. Jesus was the Word Made Flesh:
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
Jn. 1:1, 14

And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld His glory, the glory 
as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.
B. Jesus was God Made Man.

1. God Made Man a little lower than the angels.

Heb. 2:7 

Thou madest him [Man, Heb. 2:6] a little lower than the angels; 
2. Jesus was Made Man - we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels 
Heb. 2:9

3. Jesus was God Made Man - 

Phil. 2:6, 7
[Jesus, Heb. 2:5] Who, being in the form of God…was made in the likeness of men:
C. Jesus’ Mission as Man – 

1. His Ministry of Redemption on earth;

Mk. 10:45
The Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give His life a ransom for many.

2. He Must be a Real (truly) Man – in order to suffer and die – for the suffering of death. Heb. 2:9



Being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, 

even the death of the cross.

Phil. 2:8
3. As Man, He faced the Realities of being a Man to Ransom Man:

Isa. 53:2-6

To be our Saviour from Sin… 
a. He was Surely a Man of Sorrows:
He shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: 
he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty 
that we should desire him. He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, 
and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; 
b. He Suffered as a Substitute for Man:
He was despised, and we esteemed him not. Surely he hath borne our griefs,
and carried our sorrows: 
c. He was Stricken and Smitten of God:
Yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 
But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: 
the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. 
d. All because we were Straying Sheep needing to be Saved.
All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; 
and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 
D. Thus, Jesus became the Mediator between God and Sinful Man.

I Tim. 2:5, 6
For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus; 

Who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time.

1. Because of the Disobedience of One Man (Adam) Death Reigned.

Rom. 5:12
Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin;

and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:

2. Because of the Death of One Obedient Man (Jesus) Life Resulted:

Rom. 5:17
For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive
abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.
3. Thus, through God’s Great Deed in the Death of Jesus, we can now be Reconciled to God.
II Cor. 5:19

God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto Himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; 
and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation…For He hath made Him to be sin for us, 
who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him.
Let us therefore this day Remember this Amazing Man 
Who paid the Ransom for our Sins to Reconcile us to God, 
and Revere Him Who now Reigns over us.
Man of Sorrows! what a name For the Son of God, who came


Ruined sinners to reclaim. Hallelujah! What a Savior!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. Many Religions believe in one god…

· As also does Judaism: (Mk. 12:32) 

And the scribe said unto Him, Well, Master, thou hast said the truth: 
for there is one God; and there is none other but He:

· Even the Devil believes in one God (Jas. 2:19) 
Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: 
the devils also believe, and tremble.

· Indeed, we Christians too believe that there is but one God and none other: (I Cor. 8:6)


But to us there is but one God, the Father, of Whom are all things, and we in Him; 


and one Lord Jesus Christ, by Whom are all things, and we by Him.

But our God is the Triune God – with God, the Father; God, the Son and God, the Holy Spirit all in One Godhead dwelling in Jesus even when He was on earth: 
(Col. 2:9)  - For in Him (Jesus) dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.
· With All being equal in “Rank” (i.e. all Three being Equal in Essence) 

and with equal Rights, though different in Roles and Responsibilities.

· Thus note the Plurality in the Singularity (of the Unique God in three Persons) 


of the following references to God even in the Old Testament.
· Gen. 1:26 – And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness…

Cf.    1:27 –So God created man in His own image, in the image of God created 

  He Him; male and female created He them.

· Gen. 3:22 – And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of Us…

· Gen. 11:6f - The LORD said…let Us go down, and…confound their language
· Isa. 6:8    – I heard…the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?

· Isa. 42:1  – Behold My Servant [the Son], whom I uphold; Mine elect, 

  in Whom My soul delighteth; I [the Father] have put My Spirit upon 

  Him: He shall bring forth judgment to the Gentiles.
· The God of the Old Testament was the Triune God – of God (the Father), 


 the Son and the Holy Spirit
· Thus, likewise in the New Testament:

· Mt. 3:16, 17 – And Jesus, when He was baptized…saw the Spirit of God…



lighting upon Him: And lo a voice from heaven saying, 


This is My [the Father’s] beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.

· Mt. 28:19 – Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of 

 the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:

· I Cor. 12:4-6 – There are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit…there are 

 differences of administrations, but the same Lord. And there are

 diversities of operations, but it is the same God which worketh all in all.

· II Cor. 13:14 – The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, 

     and the communion of the Holy Ghost, be with you all. Amen.

· Eph. 2:18 – For through Him [Jesus] we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father.

· Our God is One God of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. 

No other Religion can Conceive this except by Revelation from the Triune God Himself.  
Be Reassured of your God and Revere Him:

Be filled with the Spirit; Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, 
singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord; Giving thanks always for all things
 unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. (Eph. 5:18-20)
Can our God ever be the same as the one god professed by others?

REFLECT.
2. When Thomas was told by his colleagues that Jesus had risen from the dead and had appeared to them, he could, and would, not believe. Then Jesus Himself appeared to him with His nailed-pierced hands and wounded side and challenged him to touch Him to see if He was real. Thomas just knelt down and confessed, My Lord and my God! [Jn. 20:26-29]. Jesus was indeed His God and Lord. Is He yours? If so, what does it mean to you?
