REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. The above Rumination was first posted on 28 October, 2012 almost five years ago to the month. It brought our attention and reflection to focus on the good one good man could do, and the evil one evil man could do. Today the impact for good or evil by one man on society and the community he lives in can be tremendously blessed or immensely disastrous for a multitude of lives.

And this was what happened last week. On 2nd October, ONE 64-year old man in a hotel overlooking an open space near the Mandalay Bay casino in Las Vegas, United States where a country music festival was held, literally murdered at least over 50 lives and injured over 500 (at the time of writing) when he wantonly, haphazardly and blatantly fired his machine gun into a crowd of over thousands of people enjoying the music festival. Among them were numerous children and teenagers attending the festival with their parents.  

Families were decimated and orphans were created – all in one explosion of time! 
Chaos reigned and lives were lost, others perhaps maimed for life and still others with their whole future blown up glimpsing into the bitter prospect perhaps of a life of suffering. What evil have these innocent lives committed to deserve such tragic ends?
And all these were brought about by one man! 
No matter the age, the evil heart in man makes man (and woman!) sinful. The Bible says 
The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it? (Jer. 17:9). Hence, man, woman – the young and the elderly and those in between are potentials for evil. They need to repent and come back to the One Man Who is the Mediator between God and Man to accept Him as their Savour in order to turn away from such evil. Only the Lord Jesus Christ can save Man from this desperate situation and condition. Only a personal faith exercised in Jesus can. (See Rumination) 

Unless the Lord delivers us from this evil world no one can.
