REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

R. 630
1. The New Unger's Bible Dictionary has this to comment on Zion:
Zion has a threefold significance in the Bible apart from its original historical significance.

David’s City. In the OT Zion refers to Jerusalem, the city that David conquered and made a capital of the united kingdom of Israel (1 Chron. 11:5; Psalm 2:6; Isaiah 2:3).

The Millennial City. In a prophetic sense, Zion has reference to Jerusalem as the future capital city of the nation Israel in the Kingdom age (Isaiah 1:27; Isaiah 2:3; Isaiah 4:1-6; Joel 3:16; Zech. 1:16-17; Zech. 8:3-8; Romans 11:26). Amillennial theologians spiritualize, rather “mysticalize,” the term to mean the Christian church of this age.

The Heavenly City. The NT also refers to Zion as the New Jerusalem (Hebrews 12:22-24), the eternal city into which the church will be received (cf. Rev. 21-22).

We are not referring to the Zionists of a political persuasion, though we know that one day Zion (Jerusalem) is going to be the capital city of the nation of Israel, and, thus, of the Millennial Kingdom that Christ will establish on earth to which all nations will gather in recognition of the Messiah, its King.
But before that happens, Jerusalem (Zion) will be under siege from all nations until the Jews’ Messiah comes to deliver them, as follows: 

Zechariah 14:1-7 (NKJV) 
Behold, the day of the LORD is coming… For I will gather all the nations to battle against Jerusalem; The city shall be taken, The houses rifled, And the women ravished. Half of the city shall go into captivity, But the remnant of the people shall not be cut off from the city. 
Then the LORD will go forth And fight against those nations, As He fights in the day of battle. 
And in that day His feet will stand on the Mount of Olives, Which faces Jerusalem on the east. And the Mount of Olives shall be split in two, From east to west, Making a very large valley; Half of the mountain shall move toward the north And half of it toward the south. 
Then you shall flee through My mountain valley, For the mountain valley shall reach to Azal. Yes, you shall flee As you fled from the earthquake In the days of Uzziah king of Judah. Thus the LORD my God will come, And all the saints with You. 
It shall come to pass in that day That there will be no light; The lights will diminish. 
It shall be one day Which is known to the LORD-- Neither day nor night. But at evening time it shall happen That it will be light. 
In the light of what you see happening in the world right now, do you see the prospect of the above falling on Jerusalem coming true in the near future?

RELECT 
2. Jerusalem, the Capital City of the World.
Zechariah 14:16-19 (NKJV) 
And it shall come to pass that everyone who is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall go up from year to year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the Feast of Tabernacles. And it shall be that whichever of the families of the earth do not come up to Jerusalem to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, on them there will be no rain. 
If the family of Egypt will not come up and enter in, they shall have no rain; they shall receive the plague with which the LORD strikes the nations who do not come up to keep the Feast of Tabernacles. This shall be the punishment of Egypt and the punishment of all the nations that do not come up to keep the Feast of Tabernacles. 
Do you believe that there is high possibility that the above prophecy concerning the prosperity of Jerusalem, hence Zion, has every potential to be fulfilled in the future looking at the context of present-day events?
