Intro.:  
On this first Lord’s Day of the New Year, let us put on the New Man.
A. The New Man – its Significance.

1. Its Connotation: New in KJV is translated from two Greek words, viz.
a. From the Greek word: kainos, as in our Text.

See above.
It is the freshness especially of something new.

b. From the Greek word: neos referring to Time.
It is the youthfulness (or age) of something young.

2. Its Concept: 

a. New (kainos) refers to something new in quality in contrast to something that is old and worn out.
b. New (neos) refers to something new in recency, something that recently has come into existence.
Thus: Neither do men put new (neos) wine into old bottles: else the bottles break, and the wine runneth out, and the bottles perish: but they put new (neos) wine into new (kainos) bottles, 
and both are preserved. 
Mt. 9:17
· Judaism was a Worn-out Wineskin that would burst if filled with the new Wine (when it ferments). Jesus did not come to renovate Moses or even Mix Law and grace. He came with new life. Butler.
c. And the new man is “kainos anthropos”

i. Man is not the Greek anēr  = a Male person
ii. Man is anthropos = Man as a "species,” man as a race.

iii. It also refers not to a Mere "part" of a Man, but the whole man, every aspect of him.

· Thus the picture of the new man is graphic. The new man is something that has not
}

existed before. He has been inwardly transformed, which produces new character and new habits.}
B. The New Man – in the New Testament Scriptures.
The New Man (kainos anthropos) is mentioned three times in the New Testament (KJV) as follows:

1. The New Man, the Church
Eph. 2:15
Having abolished in His flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; 
for to make in Himself of twain one new man, so making peace;
a. The two Parties – enmity between Judaism and Christianity (Jew and Gentile; Law and Grace)
b. Jesus made Peace between the two – to make in Himself of twain one new man, so making peace;
c. They become the Participants in the Church (the Body of Christ) – one new man.
I Cor. 12, 13
For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, 
are one body: so also is Christ. For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be 
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.

2. The New Man, the Christian.
Eph. 4:24
a. The Christian is a New Creation.
II Cor. 5:17, HCSB Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, ⌊he is⌋ a new (kainos) creation; 
old things have passed away, and look, new (kainos) things have come. 
· The Christian is a "new creation," not new in time as when he received Christ as Savior—
· But new in quality, a Creation that has never existed before, a Creature with a new Character.
b. Thus, the Christian has a New Character – he is a new man
Eph. 4:24
i. And that ye put on the new man (kainos anthropos), which after God is created 
in righteousness and true holiness. 
ii. And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge 
after the image of Him that created him:
Col. 3:10, KJV
Cf. and have put on the new (neos) self. You are being renewed (from kainos) 
in knowledge according to the image of your Creator.
Col. 3:10, HCSB
· The believer has once and for all put on the "new man" (neos), and, as a Consequence, 
he is being renewed (kainos). There is a Change in quality, for he is becoming like Jesus Christ. 
The "new Man" is Jesus Christ, the last Adam (1 Cor. 15:45), the Head of the new Creation 
(2 Cor. 5:17). See #(3) below:

3. The New Man, Christ:
Col. 3:8-10, 11 

i. Put Off - But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication
out of your mouth. Lie not one to another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds;
ii. Put On – And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of Him that created him: Where there is neither Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor uncircumcision, Barbarian, Scythian, bond nor free: but Christ is all, and in all.
Before the dawning day Let sin’s dark deeds be gone;


The old man all be put away, The new man all put on.

1. Keeping in mind the distinct subtle differences between kainos and neos in their usage in the New Testament, consider the use of “kainos” in all the texts below and conclude why this word is used, and not neos, in relation to the subjects dealt with.  How does the usage of kainos in these texts further enhance your knowledge and the challenge of the subjects dealt with for you? What encouragement do you get for yourself because of this reflection that should sustain you in your Character as a Christian in living out your life with Christ, and as a member of the Church and Community you live in this year? 
With regard to:

· the quality of the Lord’s Covenant with you and your response to it in observing the Lord’s Supper and what is expected of you?
Matthew 26:28 (NKJV) 
 For this is My blood of the new (kainos) covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

1 Corinthians 11:25 (NKJV) 
In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This cup is the new (kainos) covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.
· the quality of the Lord’s Commandment to you in your relationship with one another in the church? 
John 13:34 (NKJV) 
A new (kainos) commandment I give to you, that you love one another; as I have loved you, that you also love one another.


REFLECT
2. Consider also the quality of the Lord’s relationship with the parties mentioned in the texts below and how He will be related to them in a “new” way in the future.
With regard to:

· Israel (the Jews) – Has He given, and will He ever give, Israel up for their gross sin of rejecting and crucifying Him as their Messiah? Will He reject them and give them no place in His plan for the future in spite of His unilateral and unconditional covenant promises to Abraham?  Has He replaced them with the Church?
Hebrews 8:8 
For finding fault with them, He saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new (kainos) covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah:
Cf. Hebrews 8:13
In that He saith, A new (kainos) covenant, He hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

· Our future hope. What actually are we hoping and looking for in the future? What is the hope that lies before us? Is it just the hope of eternal life after death or much more than that – a hope we can never imagine or think of while we are on earth? – a new earth and a new heaven, what are they like? Can we ever imagine them in earthly terms?
· II Peter 3:13 
Nevertheless we, according to His promise, look for new (kainos) heavens and a new (kainos) earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.
