A. “Jehovah is THERE” is Jehovah Shammah.

1. This is Jehovah’s Compound Name that will be given to the City of Jerusalem.
Eze. 48:35
…and the name of the city from that day shall be, The LORD is there.

2. It Certifies Jerusalem to belong to the Lord (Jehovah) God.
3. It Confirms the Personal Presence of the Lord to be there. 
4. The Connotation of there – it points to a location - Shammah is from… (sham)…Jehovah (is) thither; Jehovah-Shammah, a symbolic title of Jerusalem.

B. God was THERE at the Sanctuary (Tabernacle).
Exo. 29:42, 43
… at the door of the tabernacle… where I will meet you, to speak there unto thee.

 And there I will meet with the children of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified by My glory.
1. This was the Appointed Dwelling of God among His people.
Exo. 25:8
And let them make Me a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them. 
2. This was where God Agreed to meet His people.
Exo. 29:43

And there I will meet with the children of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified by My glory.
C. God was THERE at the Mercy Seat.
Exo. 25:22
And there I will meet with thee, and I will commune with thee from above the mercy seat, 

from between the two cherubims which are upon the ark of the testimony…

1. The Location of God was from above the mercy seat, from between the cherubims. 
Cf. Psa. 80:1; 99:1
2. The Libation at the Mercy Seat - 
Lev. 16:12-14
And he [the high priest] shall take of the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it with his finger upon the mercy seat eastward; and before the mercy seat shall he sprinkle of the blood with his finger seven times.
a. The Atonement for Sin by Blood was Performed there.
b. The Animal (Bullock) Sacrificed Pictured Christ as the Propitiation for our sins. 
See #3 below.

3. The Living Christ is the Mercy Seat.
Rom. 3:24 
Christ Jesus: Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation [lit. mercy seat] through faith in His blood…
Cf. The cherubims of glory shadowing the mercy seat [lit. propitiation].
Heb. 9:5
The Mercy Seat fore-Shadowed Jesus Shedding His blood as our atoning Sacrifice on the cross.  See #D.
D. Jesus was THERE at the Cross as the Propitiation for our sins.
Lk. 23:33
1. Jesus died for our sins according to the scriptures.
I Cor. 15:3, 4
And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified Him.
Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; 
I Cor. 15:3
2. He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures.

Cf. The angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for I know that ye seek Jesus, 
which was crucified. He is not here: for He is risen, as He said.

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1. There is another “There” that we need to take cognition of and it is found in Jn. 14:3

I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, THERE ye may be also.
Our Lord has gone back to His Father’s house (that’s where He is now) to prepare a home (dwelling place) for us. He promised:

In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. 
I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.
John 14:2-3
This is a wonderful promise. The Lord is coming back to take us to be with Him in heaven. Consider how wonderful heaven will be over there.

John, the apostle, gave us a glimpse of it in his Revelation, as follows:
I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away;

There is a very pertinent question for us to ask ourselves. If heaven is such a beautiful, amazing, wonderful and glorious place to be in and where our Saviour and Lord, and God our Father are, why are we on the whole seeking ever to prolong our lives on earth and if we are sick “nigh unto death” we seek by all ways and means for healing that we may be well and live longer on this earth?  Do not we contradict our beliefs and boasts?

Paul says, 
II Cor. 5:6-9 

Therefore we are always confident, knowing that, whilst we are at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord…We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be present with the Lord. Wherefore we labour, that, whether present or absent, we may be accepted of Him. Is this true of us too?
Paul chose to stay longer on earth because he had a mission to fulfil: 
Phil. 1:21-26, HCSB For me, living is Christ and dying is gain. Now if I live on in the flesh, this means fruitful work for me; and I don’t know which one I should choose.  I am pressured by both. I have the desire to depart and be with Christ—which is far better— but to remain in the flesh is more necessary for you. Since I am persuaded of this, I know that I will remain and continue with all of you for your progress and joy in the faith, so that, because of me, your confidence may grow in Christ Jesus when I come to you again.
Why are we longing to live longer on earth rather than leave for heaven as soon as we can since heaven is so much better than earth?

Paul chose to live longer on earth to fulfil his mission to the Christians in Philippi.  

Why do you (and other Christians) seek by all means possible ever to prolong our lives on earth when we are threatened by death that can usher us in into the Joy of the Lord?

REFLECT
2. It is common to hear Christians wanting to do all things to the glory of God. Often they will attribute all successes to God’s glory. They frequently say to “God be the Glory”. Praise the Lord for such attitudes and Glory be to God for such acts. They are in keeping with:  Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God.  I Cor. 10:31

But sometimes we also hear Christians using expressions like “Oh my Gosh” or in short “OMG”. Dr. Watson in his book A Hebrew Word for the Day: Key Words from the Old Testament for Jan. 31 has this to comment: 
How, then, can we glorify and honor God?

First, by never taking His name in vain (Exod. 20:7; Lev. 19:12; Deut.5:11). So common is the expression, "Oh, my God!" in our day that we have lost sight of how truly blasphemous it is, and I have heard even many Christians using it. Any such flippant frivolous, or false statements do not honor God's holy name. Our speech is to be "seasoned with salt" (Col. 4:6), which among other things means "wholesome and palatable." Have you been guilty of this?

REFLECT
Points To Ponder:  Here, THERE, everywhere. God is THERE. To God be the Glory!
