The Thots: 

A. Joseph said: “Remember Me”.
 

1. Joseph Requested the Chief Butler to Remember him when he was Freed.
Gen. 40:14, NKJV
Remember me when it is well with you, and please show kindness to me; 
make mention of me to Pharaoh, and get me out of this house.
2. But when the Chief Butler appeared before Pharaoh he Forgot to remember Joseph.
Gen. 40:23

Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.

3. Instead the Butler Remembered His Faults.
Gen. 41:9
Then spake the chief butler unto Pharaoh, saying, I do remember my faults this day.

4. When we appear before the Lord in Faith let us remember that if we have believed on Him, then…
a. Our Sins have been Forgiven.
I Jn. 2:12 

I write unto you, little children, because your sins are forgiven you for His name's sake.

b. Ours Sins have been Far removed – 
Psa. 103:12
As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us.

c. Our Sins have been Forgotten.
Heb. 8:12
I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.
And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 
Heb. 10:17

B. Jehovah (the Lord) is to be Remembered…
Psa. 22:7a
All the ends of the world shall remember…the LORD…
1. And be Personally Worshipped- and all…the nations shall worship before Thee.
Psa. 22:7b
2. And be Praised.
Psa. 45:17 

I will make Thy name to be remembered in all generations…the people praise thee for ever and ever.

3. And be Proclaimed with Joyful lips.
Psa. 63:5-6 

My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise Thee with joyful lips: 
When I remember Thee upon my bed, and meditate on Thee in the night watches.
· When we Remember the Lord we are to meditate on His Wonders and Works:
Psa. 77:11, 12

I will remember the Works of the LORD: surely I will remember Thy Wonders of old. 

I will meditate also of all Thy Work, and talk of Thy doings.
C. Samson Said “Remember Me”.
Jud. 16:28

And Samson called unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, remember me, I pray thee, and strengthen me.
1. When Samson died, he was a Picture of Jesus on the cross – 

· His arms were outstretched as were Jesus’ arms on the cross:
Jud. 16:29

Samson took hold of the two middle pillars…of the one with his right hand, and of the other with his left.
2. The Products of his death resulted in more deaths than he slew in his life time,

…and the house fell upon the lords, and upon all the people that were therein. 
So the dead which he slew at his death were more than they which he slew in his life.
Jud. 16:30b
· Ct. The People saved after the death of Christ were many times more than when He was alive.

If by the one man's offense many died, much more the grace of God 
and the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many.
Rom. 5:15, NKJV

3. Samson died to Punish, and avenge himself of, his enemies. 
Jud. 16:28
Samson…said, O Lord GOD, remember me, I pray thee…that I may be at once avenged of the Philistines
· Ct. Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. 
Lk. 23:34
4. ​Samson bowed himself and died -
Jud. 16:30

And Samson said, Let me die with the Philistines. And he bowed himself with all his might; 
and the house fell upon the lords, and upon all the people that were therein
· Ct. Jesus…said, It is finished: and He bowed His head, and gave up the ghost. 
Jn. 19:30
D. Jesus Said, “Remember Me”.
I Cor. 11:24, 25
1. Jesus took the bread And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, 
Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 
2. Jesus, after the same manner also He took the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: 
this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
a. We are to Remember Him – this do in remembrance of Me.
b. We are to do it Repeatedly – as oft as ye drink it

Cf. upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread.
Acts 20:7
c. We are to do it Regularly – 
Acts 2:42
They continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread…
d. Until He Returns – 
I Cor. 11:26, NKJV 

For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death till He comes. 

Yes, Christ’s command continues to all who serve His Name
To go and make disciples, that all would sing His fame.
And gathered at one table His holy church shall see

· Or is it that we may receive blessing from the Lord?  -

· Or is it to Remember the Lord in His death, burial and Resurrection leading to the Worship of Him and His Person?

2. Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.
Exo. 20:8
Is the Christian believer obliged to remember the Sabbath and to observe and keep it?

· To observe the Sabbath, one must not do any work at all on that day (Exo. 20:9-10) and that applies to all who are associated with him/her as well.

Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates.

· Ye shall kindle no fire throughout your habitations upon the sabbath day.
Exo. 35:3
· While the children of Israel were in the wilderness, they found a man that gathered sticks upon the sabbath day…And the LORD said unto Moses, The man shall be surely put to death: 
all the congregation shall stone him with stones without the camp.
Num. 15:32-35

Can the Christian strictly keep the Sabbath under the stipulated conditions above as well as pay the specified penalty when not able to do so? Would you be able to keep the Sabbath?
