His Thoughts were focused and His Tongue was outpoured in spontaneous praise as he meditated on …

1. The King’s Grace and Beauty.
Psa. 45:2

Thou art fairer than the children of men: grace is poured into thy lips: 
therefore God hath blessed thee for ever.
2. The King’s Glory and Majesty.

45:3

Gird thy sword upon thy thigh, O most mighty, with thy glory and thy majesty.

3. The King’s Greatness and Divinity.

45:6, 7

Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of thy kingdom is a right sceptre. 

Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness: 
4. The King’s Gladness and Purity.

45:7


Therefore God, thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R718
1. In the days of Jesus, the people who questioned His claims of Deity and His warning of imminent judgment doom asked Him to demonstrate the truth of His statements by giving them “sign” proofs to verify them.  Thus, we read in Matthew 12:38-42 (HCSB):-

38 Then some of the scribes and Pharisees said to Him, “Teacher, we want to see a sign from You.” 39 But He answered them, “An evil and adulterous generation demands a sign, but no sign will be given to it except the sign of the prophet Jonah. 40 For as Jonah was in the belly of the huge fish three days and three nights, so the Son of Man will be in the heart of the earth three days and three nights. 41 The men of Nineveh will stand up at the judgment with this generation and condemn it, because they repented at Jonah’s proclamation; and look—something greater than Jonah is here! 

42 The queen of the south will rise up at the judgment with this generation and condemn it, because she came from the ends of the earth to hear the wisdom of Solomon; and look—something greater than Solomon is here! 
Earlier He had exorcised and healed a blind and dumb demoniac but the people rejected Him and attributed His power to satanic sources (Mt. 12:22-24). There was no more necessity to perform more miracles just to satisfy their curiosity.  In fact, judgment would befall the people for the hardness of their evil heart condition and their non-repentance from hypocrisy and unfaithfulness to God in spite of their religious profession. They needed no signs. What they needed was to read the scriptures and they would know the sign of Jonah who was in the fish’s belly three days and three nights after which he went to Nineveh to warn the people to repent because God was going to judge them soon. And from the king down to the lowest subject, everyone turned from their evil ways unto the Lord (Jonah 3:8). 
The Lord thus refused to perform any more signs (literally miracles) to prove His point. 

In fact, the people in Nineveh would rise up to bear testimony against them for refusing the Lord’s warning to them to repent. More so, the Lord Himself Whom they would try to kill would rise up from the dead and be their judge on that future judgment day!
Do you believe in a coming Judgment day? Scripture had declared it: It is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment.
Heb. 9:27
The Lord Jesus Himself had also declared it: 
Jn. 12:48
He that rejecteth Me, and receiveth not My words, hath one that judgeth him: 
the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the last day.
REFLECT
2. When the scribes and Pharisees asked the Lord to verify His claims by performing miracles, He rebuked them as evil (lit. wicked) and adulterous. They needed no such signs. A greater than Jonah or even the Queen of Sheba was speaking to them. They just had to read the scriptures and they would know how to react to Him. Jonah preached to the citizens in Nineveh and the whole town believed God in His warning (no signs were needed; they just heeded what Jonah preached to them and took God at His Word) and they repented.  The Queen of Sheba travelled the distance just to verify the Wisdom of Solomon. One just needs to search the scriptures and he will know the truth (Jn. 5:39)
The Queen of Sheba was Overwhelmed with Solomon’s Wisdom; the Psalmist was Overflowing with Worship of the King. Are you more pre-Occupied with Signs and Wonders, and not Open to what the Lord has to Say in His Word?
REFLECT
Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.  And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him.
(Col. 3:16-17)
Points To Ponder: Do you trust more in Signs and Wonders or God’s Word in the Scriptures?
