13  He is clothed with a robe dipped in blood, and His name is called The Word of God. 

The Word of God is True and Faithful –
The Word of God refers to the Person Who is God, even Jesus Christ –

John 1:1

He is Faithful and True to judge Sinners in Righteousness.

Jn. 5:30  


I can of Mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and My judgment is just;
