1. What is Worship? 

“Only God deserves worship (Ps. 29:2; Rev. 4:11), so God should be the only one in view in worship. It is a sad fact that "worship," as carried on in many churches today, is based almost exclusively on man-centered methods and on the feelings of the worshipper. Many people's "worship" consists of what music they like and what they are going to get out of the church service. But that is far from the biblical view of worship. Worship is contemplation, meditation, and consideration of God, not man. It is coming before Him in reverence…, emptying ourselves of "self" and what pleases us, and giving praise…and glory to Him alone.

Do you agree with what Dr. Watson says of Worship today in contrast to what the Scriptures teach about Worship?

2. And what do Scriptures teach about Worship?
The first occurrence of “worship” in English is a translation from the Hebrew, “shāḥâ”    in Gen. 22:5 (Strong). 
However, compare the first occurrence of the Hebrew word, shāḥâ in Gen. 19:1 – 
Lot seeing them rose up to meet them; and he bowed [shāḥâ] himself with his face 
toward the ground; 

Thus Worship has the basic idea of bowing down (prostrating) in homage and reverence, as also in the case of the wise Magi when greeting the Infant Jesus – Matt. 2:11
…they saw the young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down, and worshipped Him: and when they had opened their treasures, they presented unto Him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh – 
Note the elements of Worship in the Worship of the Wise men:

Their Posture before the Child - fell down 
Their Purpose – worshipped Him (not Mary, though she was there)
Their Preparedness – when they had opened their treasures
Their Presents – they presented unto Him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh
Do you Portray these elements of Worship when you come 
into the Presence of God to Worship Him? 

Or…

Do you come Expecting to be Entertained by People on a stage while you sit down to Enjoy their Presentation with an Empty Head, Empty Hands and Empty Heart

Or…
Have you come Prepared to Extol and Exalt His Eminent and Glorious Name having meditated on His Word to prepare yourself to Worship Him earlier?

Remember God’s Command to His People, Israel: 
Three times in a year shall all thy males appear before the LORD thy God in the place which he shall choose; in the feast of unleavened bread, and in the feast of weeks, and in the feast of tabernacles: 
and they shall not appear before the LORD empty. (Deut. 16:16)
