Intro.: Is Christianity Dogmatic to Declare and Claim that it is the only way to heaven?
A. Jesus Claims so – I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me. Jn. 14:6
1. Christ Is the Way – I am the way…
Jn. 14:6a

a. There are only two ways in Life:
Mt.  7:13, NKJV

i. The Narrow Gate into the Narrow Way that Leads to Life – Enter by the narrow gate

  7:13a

ii. The Wide Gate to the Wide Way that leads to Destruction – there are many who go in by it.  7:13b


For wide is the gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction, and there are many who go in by it.
b. And Christ is the Only Door that that Leads to Life.
Jn. 10:9, 10b
I am the door: by Me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture. 

I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.
2. Christ Is the Truth – The Truth never Changes with Circumstances: it is Consistent right through. Jn. 14:6b
a. Christ Claims to be the Truth – I am... the truth
Jn. 18:37b
To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth My voice.
b. Pilate refused to Confess the truth when faced with it – Pilate saith unto him, What is truth? Jn. 18:38 
c. However, in his Conclusion, he had to Admit it. But He did not dare Act on it –

When he had said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in Him no fault at all. 

d. He was a Coward, and he resorted to a Custom to escape from the Truth –
Jn. 18:39
But ye have a custom, that I should release unto you one at the passover: 


will ye therefore that I release unto you the King of the Jews? 
e. Finally he heeded the Cry of the people and subdued the Truth:
Jn. 18:40; 19:1
Then cried they all again, saying, Not this man, but Barabbas. Now Barabbas was a robber.
Then Pilate therefore took Jesus, and scourged him. 

3. Christ Is the Life – I am... the life.
Jn. 14:6
a. He Claims: I am Come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly 10:10
Hence, when Christ Who is the Truth Claims that He is the Way to Life, it must be True. 
b. He further Confirms it by saying that no man Cometh unto the Father, but by Me.

· Christ is indeed the Only Way, the Only Truth and the Only Life!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. “All Roads Lead to Rome.”
There are many different ways to reach the same outcome or destination.

All roads lead to Rome! All paths or activities lead to the center of things. This was literally true in the days of the Roman Empire, when all the empire's roads radiated out from the capital city, Rome. 
In its application, the saying might point to the general statement that it is unreasonable to insist on an exclusive claim, as there are other means or ways to achieve one’s particular or specific purpose. In the case of religion, for instance, all teach a person to be good, to do good to others, to have good thoughts, to say good things and to do good works in their own respective ways. So there is no necessity to claim that one is exclusively right, and the others are all wrong. All religions are the same – they teach all to be good. All roads lead to Rome!
On the other hand, biblical Christianity which does not claim to be a Religion but rather a Revelation from God pertaining to a person’s Relationship with Him and how the person can get Right with Him to be Righteous proclaims itself to be the Only Way, and all the good that a person can do cannot count to earn any merit with God to gain Righteousness. 

We are all like an unclean thing, And all our righteousnesses are like filthy rags… (Isaiah 64:6, NKJV)
And the Scriptures state very specifically that all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God (Romans 3:22, NKJV). And by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast. (Eph. 2:8-9, NKJV). 

Indeed Christianity is unique in some ways:-

· Its Founder, Jesus Christ, is the Only Person to have died, buried and risen again from the dead.

· Its Holy Book, the Bible is a Library of six-six books written by over 40 authors of varied occupations (from kings to fishermen) over a period of 1500 years with one main theme in mind as stated in Jn. 20:31 – these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through His name.

·  The People of the Book (the Jews) in a miraculous way have survived all attempts to eradicate them by various dictators yet have survived to this day while their peer civilisations have disappeared from the earthly scene. 
· There are other factors apart from the above to support the unique claim of Christianity to be the only Truth and the only Way.  Do you believe it?

2. Is there “absolute truth”?
When Jesus claimed to be the Truth, Pilate saith unto Him, What is truth? And when he [Pilate] had said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in Him no fault at all. (Jn. 18:38)
Yet Pilate dared not act on Truth when He found Jesus innocent. Instead, he acted contrariwise and delivered he Him therefore unto them to be crucified. And they took Jesus, and led Him away. (Jn. 19:16)

Often when faced with the truth, and because it Convinces and Convicts, often a person may not have the Courage to act accordingly.  Perhaps the person has to Change his ways; perhaps he/she has to surrender certain habits or lifestyle he/she cherishes; perhaps he/she refuses to confess his/her sinful ways, and many things more. Hence, he//she concludes what he/she faces is not absolute truth that must be acted upon fully, but instead he/she seeks a compromise and concludes some other way is correct too. Is this your stand?
