B. The Worthiness of the Lion in His Majesty – Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Juda
Rev. 5:5 

1. He was the Prophesied King that would come.

Gen. 49:10 
The sceptre shall not depart from Judah…until Shiloh come; and unto Him shall the gathering of the people be.

2. God highly exalted [Promoted] Him, and given Him a name which is above every name.

C. The Worship of the Lamb on the Throne.

1. From the Risen Redeemed Saints in Heaven.

Now when He had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having a harp, and golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.
a. They Sang a new Song to the Lamb on the Throne – And they sung a new song, saying…

b. They Sang of the Lamb Who was Slain for them: Thou art worthy… For thou wast slain…
5:9b
c. They Sang of the what the Lamb had done for them:
i. and hast Redeemed us to God by Thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation.
ii. And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall Reign on the earth.

2. From the Attending Angels Around the throne in Heaven.
Rev. 5:11, NKJV

Then I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels around the throne…

a. Their Strength in Numbers… was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands.

b. Their Seven-fold Song Saying with a loud voice:

b. Their Amen in Agreement of the Acclaim:
Rev. 5:14, NKJV 
Then the four living creatures said, "Amen!" 
And the twenty-four elders fell down and worshiped Him who lives forever and ever.
4.  The Climax in the Consummation of all things:
Rev. 7:9-12, NKJV
a. The People: 
After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one could number, 

of all nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues, 
b. The Place: standing before the throne and before the Lamb, 
c. The Purity: clothed with white robes, 
d. The Palms: with palm branches in their hands, 
e. The Praise: and crying out with a loud voice, 
f. The Proclamation: saying, "Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!" 
g. The Prostration in Worship: 
the angels stood around the throne and the elders and the four living 

creatures, and fell on their faces before the throne and worshiped God. 
h. The Postscript:    
Saying, Amen: Blessing, and glory, and wisdom, and thanksgiving, and honour, 

and power, and might, be unto our God for ever and ever. Amen. 

Come, let us sing the song of songs— The angels first began the strain—
The homage which to Christ belongs; Worthy the Lamb, for He was slain!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. In the Past, He was the Lamb that was slain. He first came into this world, meek and lowly. He suffered at the hands of His creatures. He was despised and rejected of men;     a Man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief... (Isa. 53:3) and the LORD… laid on Him the iniquity of us all…He was oppressed, and He was afflicted, yet He opened not His mouth: He (was) brought as a Lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so He openeth not His mouth. (Isa. 53:6, 7)
In this first coming into the world, He invited Sinners to come to Him with their burden of sins. He promised them rest and a new life with Him as He offered to bear the punishment of their sin on Himself and would set them free. He said: Come unto Me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take My yoke upon you, and learn of Me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For My yoke is easy, and My burden is light. (Matt. 11:28-30)
For the Present, He is our Shepherd-King as king David was to his people Israel. 

He promises to share our burdens of life and invites us, as Sinners saved by grace and redeemed by His precious blood, to cast all your care upon Him; for He careth for you. 
(I Pet. 5:7)
As our Shepherd for the present, He leads us as He led David of old. David testified:
The LORD is my Shepherd; I shall not want. He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: He leadeth me beside the still waters. He restoreth my soul: He leadeth me in the paths of righteousness for His name's sake. 

Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: 
for Thou art with me; Thy rod and Thy staff they comfort me. 

Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: 
Thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. 


 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: 

and I will dwell in the house of the LORD for ever.

Is He your Shepherd-King to Lead you, His lamb, in this Life?
REFLECT.
2. In the Prospective Future, He is coming again as the Lion-King of Judah for His people, Israel (the Jews). When He comes, His feet shall stand in that day upon the mount of Olives, which is before Jerusalem on the east, and the mount of Olives shall cleave in the midst thereof toward the east and toward the west, and there shall be a very great valley; and half of the mountain shall remove toward the north, and half of it toward the south (Zech. 14:4)…And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will seek to destroy all the nations that come against Jerusalem. And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon Me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn (Zech. 12:9-10). 
And the LORD shall be king over all the earth: in that day shall there be one LORD, and His name one. (Zech. 14:9)

And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the feast of tabernacles. And it shall be, that whoso will not come up of all the families of the earth unto Jerusalem to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, even upon them shall be no rain. (Zech. 14:16, 17). 
However before this can take place, He would have come earlier to take you, His lamb (His sheep), to be with Him in heaven as He has promised: Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in Me. In My Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. (Jn. 14:1-3).  Do you believe this?
REFLECT
Points To Ponder: The Lion of Judah and the Lamb Sits Enthroned awaiting His Lambs; Another roaring Lion walketh about, Seeking whom he may Swallow up (I Pet. 5:8, YLT). Which Lion is in your Life?
