1. It is the Transliteration of a Hebrew word – Amen.
Holman Bible Dict.
2. Its Signification: 

a. Signifies Something as certain, Sure and valid, truthful and faithful. 
b. Shows acceptance of a curse or an oath as used in O.T. - 
Num. 5:22; Deu. 27:15-26; etc. 
c. A Statement or wish made by others and affirmed as in N.T. 
Rom. 1:25; 11:36; 15:33; etc.
d. Used to Start Jesus’ “Verily” Statements in the Gospels, e.g. “Verily, Verily (i.e. Amen, Amen)

B. The Concept of Amen.

1. God is Amen.

a. He is the Lord Who is Faithful (Amen)
Isa. 49:7

b. He is the God of Truth (Amen)

Hence:

i. His Precepts are Amen – the testimony of the Lord is sure.
Psa. 19:7

ii. His Promises are Amen – 

I will make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David. Isa. 55:3
iii. His Punishments are Amen.
Hos. 5:7-9
Ephraim shall be desolate…among…Israel have I made known that which shall surely be.

2. Christ is Amen.

a. His Person is Amen – These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness…
Rev. 3:14

b. His Purposes are Amen – The promises of God in Him are yea, and in Him Amen. II Cor. 1:20

c. His Pronouncements are Amen – “Verily, Verily” (Amen, Amen), I say unto you…
Jn. 5:24, 25
C. The Context of Amen.

Intro. 
“Amen” used by God = “it is and shall be so”



“Amen” used by Man = “so let it be”

1. Used to Indicate Assent to Divine Precepts /Punishments:
Deut. 27:14, 15-26
Cursed be the man that maketh any graven or molten image, an abomination unto the LORD, 

the work of the hands of the craftsman… And all the people shall answer and say, Amen.
2. Used to Indicate Individual Agreement to Divine Punishment.
Num. 5:22
And the woman shall say, “Amen. Amen.”


3. Used to Indicate Acknowledgement of Divine Prophecy.
Jer. 28:6
a. Even the prophet Jeremiah said, Amen: the LORD do so: 
the LORD perform thy words which thou hast prophesied…. 
b. Behold, He cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see Him…Even so, Amen.
Rev. 1:7
4. Used to indicate Ascription of Congregational Praise.

“Let all the people say, Amen”

Psa. 106:48

“How shall he…say, Amen at thy giving of thanks…?”
I Cor. 14:16

5. Used to indicate Acquiescence to Another’s Prayer.

“Amen…the Lord God…say so too.”

I Kgs. 1:36

6. Used to indicate Acclamation to Doxological Praise.
Eph. 3:21

Unto Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end. Amen.
7. Used to indicate Affirmation of Heavenly Practice.
Rev. 5:14; 7:9-12

And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped Him

1. Amen to the Last Promise – the Divine Amen – Surely, I come quickly.
2. Amen to the Last Prayer – the Believer’s Amen – Even so, come Lord Jesus.
3. Amen to the Last Provision – the last Blessing and Amen.
The Grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all. Amen.

While thus the ransomed myriads shout, Amen! the holy angels cry —


Amen! Amen! resounds throughout The boundless regions of the sky.
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1. The Lord made many Precepts and Promises concerning eternal Prospects that we would never know left to ourselves when He was on earth. To draw our attention to the truths of these statements, he Prefaced each of them with a “Verily” (or Amen), not only once, but twice “Verily, Verily” to doubly assure us of their Veracity.  
According to Strong, “Verily” (in KJV) is “Amen” and means trustworthy; surely, so be it.

In the Gospels (KJV) alone, Jesus’ “Verily, Verily” occurs at least 25 times. Some of them are listed below. 
Consider them carefully and conclude your thoughts with a commitment to your agreeing with the Lord regarding His Statements and reflect on what they mean to you personally:-

John 1:51; John 3:3, 5, 11 
John 3:3 - 
Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 

Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 

John 5:19, 5:24; 6:26, 32, 47, 53; 8:34, 51, 58
John 5:24 - Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth My word, and believeth on Him that 

sent Me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; 
but is passed from death unto life. 

John 6:47 - Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on Me hath everlasting life. 

John 8:58 - Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I am. 
John 10:1, 7; 12:24; 13:16, 20, 21, 38
John 10:7 -
Then said Jesus…Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep. 

John 12:24 - 
Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground 

and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit. 

John 13:38 - 
Jesus answered him…Verily, verily, I say unto thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied Me thrice. 

John 14:12; 16:20, 23; 21:18
John 14:12 - 
Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on Me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; 

because I go unto My Father. 

John 16:23 - 
And in that day ye shall ask Me nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto you, 


Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in My name, He will give it you. 

Is there any Promise from the above list (and others not listed) that you can claim for yourself or any Precept that you can apply not only to your Present life on earth now but also to your Prospective life in heaven?  The Lord has doubly sealed it with His “Verily”. 
Can you claim it this day and say “Amen” to it?
REFLECT.
