The Theme: 
He Paid it All and took it all away.


The Text:  For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins. 
Heb. 10:4


 But now once…hath He appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. 
Heb. 9:26
The Thots: 


A. The Blessing of Sin Covered.
Psa. 32:1
Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered. 

1. The Prerequisites of a Person/People Who Sinned and his/their Sacrifice.
Lev. 4:2
If a soul shall sin…against any of the commandments of the LORD… 

a. If he be a Priest –
Lev.  4:3

Then let him bring for his sin…a young bullock without blemish unto the LORD for a sin offering.

b. If they be the People in the Congregation –
Lev.  4:13-14 

Then the congregation shall offer a young bullock for the sin…
c. If he be a Ruler (lit., Prince) –
Lev. 4:22-24, YLT
When a prince doth sin…against one of all the commands of Jehovah his God…

then he hath brought in his offering, a kid of the goats…it is a sin-offering. 
d. If he be an ordinary Person –
Lev.  4:27-28 

And if any one of the common people sin …then he shall bring his offering, a kid of the goats…
· All the above must bring Animal Sacrifices to the Priest for him to make atonement for them. 

The priest shall take of the blood of the sin offering…and shall pour out his blood.
 Lev. 4:25
2. The Perpetrator Shall Slay the Sacrifice.
Lev. 4:29 

 He shall lay his hand upon the head of the sin offering, and slay the sin offering…
a. It Signals his Assent to the Sacrifice being his Substitute –
He shall lay his hand upon the head of the sin offering, 
b. It was in Acknowledgement that he Slew the Sacrifice – and slay the sin offering…
Cf.  Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, 

       ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain:
Acts 2:23
3. The Product  of the Sacrifice:
Lev. 4:31
and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and it shall be forgiven him.

Thus, Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered.
Psa. 32:1
a. His Sins were Atoned.
Lev.  4:20, 26, 31, 35 

And the priest shall make an atonement for them, and it shall be forgiven them.

b. His Sins were Covered:

Note: Atonement is Heb. Kāpar = from a root word meaning to cover.
Thus, his Sins were just Covered, but not Taken away –

4. Hence, the Process had to be repeated every year on Atonement Day.
Lev. 16.
a. The Imperfection:
For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins.
Heb. 10:4
b. The Repetition
Heb. 10:1, 3
i. For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year by year continually make the comers thereunto perfect.  
ii. But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again made of sins every year.

B. The Blessedness of Sins Completely Taken Away.

1. Contrast the Sacrifice of Christ as our Sin Offering:
II Cor. 5:21 

For He (God) hath made Him (Christ) to be sin (i.e. Sin Offering) for us, Who knew no sin.
a. Christ’s Sacrifice was once for All –
Heb. 9:26 
But now once in the end of the world hath He appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. 
b. Having Completed His mission, He Sat down on the right hand of God.
Heb. 1:3; 10:12
i. When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; 

ii. This Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;

c. Note, in Contrast the priest had no Seat to Sit on in the tabernacle where he Served. Heb. 10:11 
Every priest Standeth daily…offering…the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins.
2. Compare this with the Merchant who Paid it All to Purchase the Pearl of great Price: Matt, 13:45-46 

Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls: 

Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.
· Jesus Paid the Price for us All – our sins are no more Covered: they have been Put Away! Hallelujah!
Jesus paid it all, All to Him I owe;
Sin had left a crimson stain, He washed it white as snow.

1. Jesus Paid the Price for us All – Our Debt of sins are no more Covered: 
All Our Sins have been Put Away. Hallelujah!
Consider the following Statements of Scripture:

· Psalm 103:12 – 
As far as the east is from the west, so far hath He removed our transgressions from us. 

If a person walks east all the time, can he ever come to an end? How far is the east from the west? Is it possible to measure? This is how far our sins have been removed!
· Micah 7:19 – and Thou wilt cast all their sins into the depths of the sea.
It is estimated that the deepest part of the ocean is The Challenger Deep in the Mariana Trench. It is the deepest known point in Earth's oceans. In 2010 the United States Center for Coastal & Ocean Mapping measured the depth of the Challenger Deep at 10,994 meters (36,070 feet) below sea level with an estimated vertical accuracy of ± 40 meters (Wikipedia). This is deeper than the height of Mt. Everest, the highest peak on earth.  Mt. Everest is estimated to be 8,848 m (29,029 feet). 

Can one ever measure the depths of the sea?  The Lord has cast all our sins there!

· Hebrews 8:12  }– For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, 

Hebrews 10:17}   and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. 

Can there be better illustrations or points of reference other than the above, to demonstrate categorically, plainly or graphically that once God has decided to forgive us our sins because of Christ’s once-for-all-sacrifice on the cross, our sins will never be brought up again. Jesus had paid the price of the debt of our sin once and for all.      God will never demand any more payment because the Lord had paid it all. 

The Lord Who is Immortal, Immutable and Invincible and Who can never forget will remember to forget that because Jesus had paid it all, the debt of our sin, He can no more demand make – Jesus had paid it all! Hallelujah!
Do you believe this?

2. However, today we still sin and the Scriptures acknowledge that.
Apostle John states very clearly: 

I John 1:8 – If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us
And Apostle Paul confesses of his struggle with sin in daily life –

Romans 7:18-25 – For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.  I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me.  For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death? 

At the same time, he spells out the secret of his victory over sin, viz. 

I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. ( 7:25)
So does Apostle John who states:

I John 1:9 – If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
Jesus Paid It All – Jesus had settled with God the debt of our Positional Sin once and for all, and though we still sin now and again today, He has promised to forgive us if we confess them to Him. Jesus confirmed that for us with an illustration in John 13:10 (HCSB) – “One who has bathed,” Jesus told him, “doesn’t need to wash anything except his feet, but he is completely clean. You are clean…”

Jesus Paid it All to Put Away our Sin. Do not continue anymore therein.  REFLECT.

Points To Ponder: 
Your Heart has been Washed Clean; what about your Hands and Feet?
