Reflections for the Week

R. 910

Having now an High Priest over the House of God…
Heb. 10:21-25

1. The Christian Priesthood is an Order after the Melchizedek Priesthood without the formalities and rituals of the Levitical or Aaronic priesthood.  

The Christian Priesthood is defined very clearly to be a spiritual priesthood to offer up spiritual sacrifices in I Pet, 2:5, NKJV as –



you also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual house, a holy priesthood, 


to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 

The Aaronic Priesthood has been put aside having fulfilled its purpose of teaching the people of Israel (God’s physical people) how to approach Him in worship with the stipulated rites and rituals emphasizing an approach to God that must be holy and righteous, sanctified and without being stained with sin. It was to demonstrate in concrete terms what should be in a spiritual approach to God.

Thus, in the Aaronic/Levitical Priesthood Order no one could approach the presence of God except the High Priest with the sacrifice of blood to atone for his and the people’s sins at least once a year. 

But when Jesus died on the cross as the sacrificial Lamb of God Who shed His blood for the sins of the whole world (Jn. 1:29) such a ritualistic approach to God was no more necessary because the precious blood of Jesus, the Lamb of God, had been sacrificed and shed once and for all. 
Now those who have put their faith in Christ as their Redeemer, Saviour and High Priest are encouraged to enter His presence no more with the rituals and rites of the old order, but as the writer to the Hebrews wrote: Heb. 10:19-22 – Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way, which He hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, His flesh; And having an high priest over the house of God;  Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.
Do you still need an intermediary priest to intercede on your behalf before God?
If not, why do so many still go to such a one today?
REFLECT
2. Today all of us are holy, spiritual priests to offer up spiritual sacrifices to God. We are priests by virtue of what our High Priest has achieved for us and bequeathed us with. He has gone into the Holy of Holies and He now invites us: therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh. (Hebrews 10:19-20, NKJV). We need no intermediaries with theological or ecclesiastical titles (cf. Mt. 23:9), no special robes or garments, no rites or rituals, but just to draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. (Heb. 10:21, NKJV.) All because we have an High Priest over the house of God Who has gone in into God’s presence ahead of us. Let us put aside all hindrances and follow Him in to offer up our spiritual sacrifices of praise and thanksgiving in worship before God. 

REFLECT
Points To Ponder: A man is not holy because he is addressed and garbed as such,

but he is one because he is the new man clothed with righteousness and holiness.   (Eph. 4:24)
