a. The Great Commission sends us to Preach the Gospel.	Mk. 16:15 cp. I Cor. 1:17, 23
i. And He said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every Creature.
ii. For Christ sent me not to baptize, but to preach the gospel: not with wisdom of words, 
lest the Cross of Christ should be made of none effect.	Cf. I Cor. 1:17

And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain.

C. IF IT IS SO, IT IS NO USE WITNESSING	I Cor. 15:15
Note: Not misled, but false witnesses. When we Witness we Witness to Christ’s resurrected life in us –
1. In our Public Confession.	Rom. 6:3-6
Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into His death?
Therefore we are buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. For if we have been planted together in the likeness of His death, we shall be also in the likeness of His resurrection:
2. In our Personal Conduct.	Gal. 2:20
I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me.

D. IF IT IS SO, IT IS NO USE JUST HOPING.	I Cor. 15:18, 19
Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished. 
If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable.
