· So, if Christ be now Risen…
A. WE MUST CONTINUE PREACHING.	I Cor. 15:14
For if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain.
1. Why? – it is Christ’s Commission.	Mt. 28:19, 20
Go ye…and teach all nations…teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you:
2.  What? – The Gospel, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures:	I Cor.  15:3, 4; 2:2
3. Where? – Go…into all the world, i.e. …daily in the temple, and in every house, 
	they ceased not to teach and preach Jesus Christ.	Acts 5:42; 8:4
4. When? – Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove…II Tim. 4:2
5. How? – By Lip and Life – 	Gal. 2:20; I Pet. 3:1
I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless, I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave Himself for me.	I Pet. 3:1

B. WE MUST CONTINUING BELIEVING…	I Cor.15:4
1. In the Person of the Gospel…	Jn. 20:31
a. He is the Living Sovereign - These are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ…
b. He is the Life-giving Saviour - That believing ye might have life through His name
c. He is the Loving Son of God - That ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God

2. He is the Power of the Gospel – He is able to Transform lives.	Rom. 1:16
For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation 
to everyone that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.
3. In the Promise of the Gospel – the Gift of the Holy Spirit to indwell lives.	Acts 2:38, 39

1. The reality of His Person.	I Jn. 1:1, 2; Acts 4:13, 19, 20
That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked upon, and our hands have handled, of the Word of life; (For the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and bear witness, and shew unto you that eternal life, which was…manifested unto us;)
2. The ability of His Power.	Heb. 7:25
Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, 
seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them.
3. The superiority of His Position.	Phil. 2:9-11
Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name:…

D. WE MUST CONTINUE HOPING, because He is risen from the dead, there is HOPE of…
1. His Return – For the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven with a shout,	 I Thes. 4:13, 14
2. A Resurrection – and the dead in Christ shall rise first:		 4:16
3. A Rapture –	 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds 4:17
4. A Reunion – to meet the Lord in the air:		 4:17
5. A Rest – and so shall we ever be with the Lord.		 4:17
