The Thoughts:
Today marks a week after the Remembrance of the Resurrection of Christ. After He Rose again from the dead, He was seen on earth for 40 days – To whom also He shewed Himself alive after His passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God. 	Acts 1:3
Significantly, on Record it was Reported that He Appeared Alive at least 11 times before various witnesses after 	 His Resurrection, as follows:
A. JESUS APPEARED ON EARTH AFTER HIS RESURRECTION:
1. Day 1 - To Mary Magdalene (Resurrection Sunday – early morning)	Jn. 20:11–18 cf. Mk.16:9
First personal encounter; she was sent to tell the disciples – Go to My brethren, and say unto them, 
	I ascend unto My Father, and your Father; and to My God, and your God.					Jn. 20:17b
2. Day 1 - To the Other Women – Jesus affirmed the resurrection and directed them toward Galilee.	
Be not afraid: go tell My brethren that they go into Galilee, and there shall they see Me. 	Matt. 28:8–10b
3. Day 1 - To Peter: The Lord…hath appeared to Simon.. Lk. 24:34; Also cf. I Cor. 15:5 [cf. Jn. 21:15-17]
4. Day 1 - To Two Disciples on the Road to Emmaus.	Lk. 24:13–35; Mk. 16:12–13

and thrust my hand into His side, I will not believe.	Jn. 20:25

8. To the Eleven Disciples on a Mountain in Galilee (The Great Commission)	Matt.  28:16–20
 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, 
 and of the Holy Ghost:	Mt. 28:19
9. To More Than 500 Followers at Once	I Cor. 15:6 
After that, He was seen of above five hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this present, but some are fallen asleep.
10. To James (the Lord’s Brother) - After that, He was seen of James; then of all the apostles.	I Cor. 15:7 
11. Finally (back near Jerusalem) at His Ascension	Acts 1:3–9 cf. Lk.  24:50–53
	Over 40 days, Jesus taught, promised the Holy Spirit, then ascended to Heaven.	 Acts 1:3–9

B. JESUS IN HEAVEN AFTER HIS ASCENSION: 
1. Today Jesus is in Heaven:
a. As our Advocate –	1 Jn. 2:1
