The Thoughts: 
There are Definite Days (not 24-hour days but Eschatological Epochs) Described as Divine Days in Scripture.  They are Defined, Described and Denoted as belonging to God, the Lord and Jesus Christ. They are Distinct Days and need to be Distinguished as each Day is Different from the other. Consider these Divine Days:-
I. THE DAY OF THE LORD – AS WARNED BY ZEPHANIAH			Zeph. 1:1-3:8

	SUMMARY: 
· The Day of the Lord – A prophetic time when God intervenes directly in judgment and sovereignty over the earth, often associated with end-times wrath and justice. 
· The Day of the Lord Jesus – The time specifically focused on the Return of Jesus Christ in Relation to believers, emphasizing accountability and Reward. 
· The Day of Christ – A New Testament Term Centred on Christ’s Coming as a moment of joy, Completion, and reward for believers rather than judgment on the world. 
· The Day of Jesus Christ – Similar to the Day of Christ, but Stressing the personal work of Jesus in bringing believers to Spiritual completion at His return. 
· The Lord’s Day – The weekly day of Remembrance of the Lord’s Person and His Reverence set aside to honor the Risen Lord.
Points To Ponder: Remember the Lord on the Lord’s Day 
	 and be Ready for the Day of the Lord Jesus Christ when He Returns. 
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
