a. God, the Father, Vocally Validates and expresses open delight in His Son. 
b. Earthly fathers to Verbally Verify their Love for their children to build a secure foundation.

2. The Father’s Active Architecture: 
For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth Him all things that Himself doeth...			Jn. 5:20
a. The Father Does not hide His Ways but carefully Demonstrates His Work, providing a visible pattern. 
b. Earthly Fathers to model righteous living so their children have a blueprint to Follow.

3. The Father’s Assigned Authority: 
For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the Son.			Jn. 5:22
a. The Father empowers the Son by placing Responsibilities and Resources into His hands.

2. Exhort the Father to Eschew Exasperation: 		Col. 3:21; Eph. 6:4 Fathers, provoke not your children to anger, lest they be discouraged.	
Fathers guard against harsh, overly or unfair discipline that breaks a child’s spirit and creates resentment.
3. Exhort the Child to Embrace Esteem: 		Eph. 6:1-2 Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right. Honour thy father and mother; which is the first commandment with promise.
Children to honour their parents: it is an absolute Command Coupled with a divine promise of blessing and longevity.
4. Exhort the Generation to Extend Equity: 		Eph. 6:4 
Fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord
Fathers are charged with the Daily Duty of Saturating their children's minds with Scriptural truths,    passing down a legacy of Functional Faith.
