Dear brethren,

Greetings to you in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ.

I refer to your latter of 13th August, 2000 which was handed to my wife for me by Mr. Tan Tiong Leng yesterday. 

I thank you for spending much time over your careful and detailed deliberations over my offer to step down as an elder of Burmah Road Gospel Hall as per agenda 3.3 in the Elders and Deacons Meeting No. 4/200. As stated then, if my eldership was a stumbling block in my testimony in the assembly, I would revert to my original letter, when requesting for commendation, I also offered to step down from this position in case I could not fulfil my full responsibilities as an elder..  I also thank Mr. Chin for taking time off to talk to me personally over my re-“offer” and to listen to what I had to say. I am reminded that he was also instrumental in requesting me to stay on as an elder (knowing my shortcomings) vis-à-vis my offer the first time. I am greatly indebted to Mr. Chin for his patience and advice on both occasions.

In your recent missive to me, you state, and I quote:

As such, we feel that you should decide whether, you wish to be either both an elder and a commended bible teacher (not “full-time”), or a commended “full-time” bible teacher.

I would like to point out that firstly it cannot be of my choice whatever I wish to be. I dare not make such a choice. It is not within me to make such a decision, and I dare not make it. However, as I have to let you know what the Lord’s choice/decision is for me, I did the following this morning.

With your open letter in my hand, and with a trembling (literally, trembling) heart, I asked the Lord to make known His decision for me. I told him if he wanted me to stay on as an elder, please let my attention be drawn to words such as, “stay”, “do not go”, “elder”, or such equivalent terms or message or instruction. On the other hand, if it was His will for me to go out, then as before, let the words, “teach”, “teacher”, “go”, or their equivalents capture my attention when I read His Word in this morning’s devotion.

Following now is the report of God’s dealings with me this morning which I would like to share with you:-………
A. Summary and Conclusion.

Dear brethren, now coming back to your wise advice to me, viz. 
As such, we feel that you should decide whether, you wish to be either both an elder and a commended bible teacher (not “full-time”), or a commended “full-time” bible teacher,

it is clear what my decision is - it is to obey my Master. As I cannot be disobedient unto the heavenly vision (Acts 26:19), I would like to give notice of my stepping down from the Oversight at Burmah Road Gospel Hall with immediate effect.

With this decision, I shall now leave it to your God-given wisdom and discretion as to what you would do with the “incongruous and inconsistent” commendation letter – to correct it, to withdraw it or to leave “as is”.

I trust that you would also take the necessary steps to make a public announcement to the assembly or assemblies to my present “status” as soon as possible so that my life of testimony will not “stumble” the flock any longer. This letter is not confidential.

Appendix

1) On the second day of the Conference, when I least expected it, Mr. George Dawson, the Conference speaker spoke of his experience when the Lord called him to be an itinerant Bible teacher. He was then led to step down from the Oversight. That he should mention this at this point of time was beyond any chance or coincidence. It was the Lord’s confirmation of what He had led me to do.

2) On the last day of the Conference, while I was talking to Mr. Chuck Harrison on things in general, he suddenly called out to one of the Indonesian believers who was passing by to bring a time-table for me. I was puzzled. It was the Indonesia GLO Training School time table for next year. My name was there. It was a “written” invitation to teach at the GLO School. The Lord had answered and further confirmed what He had called me to do. Indeed, my Lord is real and His dealings with me are real! Praise and all Glory be to His Name.
